amendment reported by tlie iiiiance
committee striking out of tlie House
silver bill tlie pruiiou that Uie
Treasury cotes Issiieil for silver

shall be legal tender iu the pay-
ment of all debts public and pri-
vate."

The amendment was rejiited
yeas 14. nays 3D and the provision
remained in tbe bill.

The Senate then voted on tho
second amendment, stnkingcut the
bullion redemption cltuv. Agreed
to yeas 37, nays 7 so that clause Is
cutout of the bill.

The third amendment reported by
the Finance committee, striking out
the sixth section, for tlie free coin-
age ot silver when the market price
Is one dollar for 371 grain- - jure
siher, was rejected yeas 10, nays

The amendment fixing the lim-
itation ot the act to ten vears was"rejected yens 4, nays lit.

On motion of Plumb, the follow-
ing was substituted for the first sec-
tion of tho House bill vcas 4.1,nays 21. "That from and afur thedate of the t,f this act the
unit of value in the Unite.!
