result ofByerfy's wounds, whichare very dangerous, being in the
abdomen, but not necessarily XataL

Byerly was aged 48 years. Hewas a printer by trade, a native of

Pennsylvania, and came to New
Orleans in '47. He served gallant-
ly in Shields' regiment of Louisi-
ana volunteers, in the west duringthe war, alld was wounded four
times in fights around Atlanta,one wound depriving him of the
use f his left arm by a resection of
six inches of bone, including the
elbow joint. After the war he
returned to this city, and was elect-
ed clerk or the third district court
for two terms. Some months aeo
Byerly, in company with others,
commenced the publication of the
Bulletin.
