Pope aaI Kaiser.
' Berlin, 8ept. 8. Friction has been
caused between Rome . and Berlin by
the comments of the Italian press os
the Emperor's visit. These comments
have led to a request being' seat to the
Italian government to use Its influence
to prevent the newspapers

misrepresenting

the - meaning ' of" the visit.
Prince Bismarck's telegram to the
Pope intimating that the only object
ot the proposed visit was to make se-
cure the alliance between Germany
and Italy, and thereby the addition of
a half million men to the German army,
and that the Papal question was quite
outside of it, was an outcome ot the
same difficulty. Preparations for the
reception are going on in ltome on a
large scale. The Pope has ordered all

officers of the PapalSrelates-an-
d

to be from
October 19th, to carry out the pro-
gramme with the greatest pomp
and solemnity. Emperor William fs
displaying an energy that' might have
moved the admiration of Frederick the
Great. On Thursday, after a hard
day's work, be boarded a special train
and proceeded to Dombrowskie, ar-

riving at 4 :S0 Friday morning. After
taking breakfast the Kmperor drove
ten miles and engaged' in a review ol
a sham light. Tne review ended at 9
o'clock.alter which the Kmperor drove
back to Dombrowskie and returned to
Potsdam, arriving at 4 o'clock Friday
afternoon. The Jfimperor will proceed
to Bremerbaven on Monday and thence
to Wllheimhaven, where the military
maneuvers will be concluded. The
maneuvers will last from the 14tb to the
18th. dnrinir which time the Emperor
