Carrier Pigeons In Burope.
Carrier pigeons, says the London

Times, bave Ions: been an obiect of at
tention to the government of Germany
and France, lu this latter country the
Minister ol Wat lately directed a cen-
sus of the carrier pieeons to be made,
wnen it appeared that at Lille there
are 8,000; at Koubaiz, 15,000: at the
little town of Wattrelos, In the De-

partment of the Nord, there are 3,000,
partly belonging toprlvate individuals.
partly to (societies wno enaeavor to
improve the quality of the birds. At-
tention is paid to the birds chiefly in
the manufacturing districts of the East
and North. In Germany the War De-
partment bas 0,000 pigeons.
