Citv of Mexico, July 15. Offl.
cial telegrams from Salvador today
strongly indicate that the smaller of
the Central American renuhlica la
making it intercotlngfor Guatemala
in their International struggle. Af-
ter driving her enemy from ber soil
in the district of Santa Ana, Salva-
dor became the invader, and, after
a.temporary check at the outposts
of Chlngo, has caused Guatenula's
forces to retire to Jutiapa, filly-fo-

miles Inland on the main ragon
road to tliu Guatemalan capital. All
the encounters have occurred on
this road, which connects the two
capitals of tbe contending repub-
lics.

Cbingo and Atescattempa are in a
mountainous region and are strong-
ly fortified with fort and earth-
works commanding the Internation-
al road. Through these fortified
passes General Antonio Ezeta, the
brother of the president of Salvador,
has fought his way to Acatecatem-pa- ,

thirty miles from the Itlver Ju-
tiapa, where It is probable the next
battle will bo fought. It is twenty-eeve-

miles from the capital of Gua
temala. It is Wrongly fortified, mid
one of the largest artenals in Guate-
mala is located here. If n battle
takes place Guatemala will have a
force of abouttwenty-thre- thousand
men In the field, and Salvador
about sixteen thousand, and it will
be a most sanguinary conflict, as
Salvador believer the is leiug Im-
posed on by the dictatorial staud Li
ken by Bavillas in regard to who
should be president of haivador.

IF THE SALVADUIUAS

win this lattle it Is believed they
will push on tbe Guatemala capital.
They are the best fighters In Cen-
tral America, and it is claimed by
representatives of their government
here that the recent battles had tile
eflect of solidifying the factions to
Kzeta's government. As confirma-
tory of these victories the following
was received here tonight:

General Antonio Hztta defeated the

A late dispatch to Gtrunimo Pau
from San Salvador says that on the
same day that General Antonio
Kzeta drove the refugees and troo
of the Guatemalan Army, 7000
strong, from Salvador territory the
tligbtof the enemy was so precipit-
ate that the camp equipment all
fell into the hands of the Salvador-ian-

Among other things fuuud
were documents, telegrams and
other jiapers ot General Catnilo
Alvarez and those of other cflicers
01 tbe Guatemalan force, plainly
showing that their movements had
been directed by the Guatemalan
Government The rejiorted victory
of Guatemala over Salvador
amounted to nothing. An ad-
vance of one of the Salvadorian gen-
erals was checked temporarily on
Guatemala' territory, but he did
not relinquish the isMUon of tbe
posts lie had captured.

Kzeta flanked the enemy on the
Chingo heights, and against great
odds forced them to alandon their
!osltions and retire. He again gave
them battle at Acatescatempa, gain-
ing a most complete victory.

SCSOlt I'Al'j

commenting on the dispatcii from
Karrillas regarding the decbratinii of
war by Ezeta, said he had noollicial
information on thesulject, but stat-
ed that Guatemala had been Die ag-
gressor from the start, and probably
Harrillas was trying to make Guate-
mala appear as a peacemaker In the
eyes of the world.

Senor Iau sarcastically referred to
that part which say that Salvador
"has invaded our country with fire
and sword" In the following lan-
guage: "Harrillas think-- , lerhar,
that the Salvadorians. under thu cir-
cumstances, should have Invaded
Guatemala armed nith feather dust-
ers instead of rifles and cannon."

Manuel Deques, the Guatemalan
minister here, received a dispatcii
last night dated Guatemala, which
says: "In the peace compact, cele-
brated in tills capital July 21st, with
the plenipotentiaiies of Costa Rica
and Nicaragua, and to which tbe
government of Honduras gave ad-
hesion, there Is one article which
says It is agreed that when peace Is
established the governments repre-
sented will continue their incific
efforts for the union of Central
America iu accordanco with the
compact signed In Salvador October
loth.

A DECLAIIATIOX OF WAR.
Notwithstanding the exaggerated

reports that have emanated from the
leaders of tbe t 0 Central American
republics now involved in n row,
this much Is certain battles have
been fought and a formal declaration
of war has been made. After
the troops of Salvador invaded
Guatemala and planted thrir
flag upon Guatemalan soil,
Guatemala felt insulted and de-
clared war. Tho Guatemalan lrooe
fought with great courage at
Cootepeque and Chingo. The loss
was great on both sides. The troops
of Salvador were driven out of
Guatemala, but returned and won a
battle.

President Barillas of Guatemala
has issued this manifesto, and his
henchmen claim that it has aroused
great enthusiasm.

MANIFESTO OF BARILLAS.
"Guatemala, July 24. The toi

duant government of Salvador de-
clared war against Guatemala,after
having actually begun hostilities by
invading with fire and sword our
territories. My government has
felt itself obliged to accept war and
an army Is being actively organized
In order to sustain it with dignity.
Tbe foreign colonies and our jvople
have n en masse to offer their
services for the defence of thecoun-tr-

Harillas."
All the battles reported to have

been fought between San Salvador
and Guatemala have taken place on
the Rio Paz, the stream dividing
Guatemala from Salvador. Three
battles took place in the district of
Sansonate In San Salvador and tlio
others in Guatemala.

General Kzeta Is commanding'fln
person the army of Salvador, and is
said to have been foremost in every
fight. Brigadier General Cayetang
Sanchez, wnom Guatemala claims
has won a victory over Kzeta, is
only twenty-seve- years old and 0graduate ot the military college of
Guatemala. He Is the chief of ar-
tillery. Other notable generals are
with the frontier army. Twenty
thousand troops of Guatemala are In
Najera and Aqullas.

ACTIO OFI1OND0IUS.

Honduras as not remained Idle
in the International strife. She is
sending troq to the frontier ol
Salvador Iu 810 part of the country
divided by ttc Goascoran River. If
she Invades Salvador her first at-

tack will be made upon San Miguel,
in the northeastern part of the re-

public It Is believed that she U
concentratinr about three thousand
men on the river for this purpose,
and It is probable in view of tbe
formal declaration of war between
Salvador and Guatemala, that she
will attempt this movement at an
early date, but will be met by a
force of Salvadorians eight ihout-an- d

strong. It is claimed that
a revolution Is In pronss in
Honduras that will claim President
Brogiam's attention.

Costa Rica and Nicaragua have
remained quiet. notwithtanding
the rejort from Guatemala that they
were parties to a compact leccntly
signed to restore pence inS-i- Salva-
dor. Iu view of the fact that they
decided to become allies of Salvador
when Barrio attempted in IbSo to
coerce the Central American reput-Iic- s

into a union, it would seem im-
probable that they have gone over
m tin ir old enemy. Within a week
at the latest, o log to recent events,
they will be obliged to show their
hands. Salvadorians living here
doubt that these republics have
signed a comjiact with Guatemala
and claim that It would ben suicidal
moveowiug to their geographical
positions and the fact that Guate-
mala has alwars been their enemy.

TIIC UNITED CTATR3 INTEKISTED.

On account of certain mysterious
and indefinite information, it Is
believed here that the United States
has determined to interfere in the
alfkirs of Central America for tbo
protection of her own interest au J
tbu restoration of peace. It is un-
derstood today from the best author-
ity that the government of Mexico
has decided to remain neutral In the
squabble so long) as the rights of
Mexican citizens and the Iwuiula-rie- s

of Mexico are respeited. No
more troo; u ill be sent tn the fron-

tier. From oflicial sources it Is
learned tin.ro are six battalions of
infantry and one regiment of caval-
ry, 330u men iu all, nlong the border
line of Guatemala, a number

large to rejiel any disorderly
element that might conic over to
the frontier and protnt the boun-
dary. Those iu to know
say that Mexico w ill in no way mix
herself up iu the difficulties, her
progress and vice being too valu-
able for even a thought of interven-
tion.
