Hut the Cagots are
another folk entirely. They have lirgc,
bon, mutculir forms, well shaped
skulls, almost Grecian noses, fine, blonde
hair, blue eyes and lair, pinky com
plexiont with large but expressive
mouilu and regular, perfect teeth. It It
believed that the Cagnti descend from
the Aryan Goths Wherever they live
away from the Pyrenees. In Trance or
Spain, these milked and shunned peo-
ple arc variously called Calllhcrts,
Ct(Ulns, Cacoas ami Cahels. or a
thousand yenrs they v.cresup'rstltiously
avoided by all other inhabitants netr
them.

They were despised, pcrsecu'eil, mil
treated, regarded socially anil legally
as outcasts, and the superstition of
darker limes attributed to them alt
nnnner uf foulness.

Here and there within sle.htof.Mont
St. Mlclnel are many huge and tllll
more weirdly suggestive dolmens, thn
exact prototypes ol 181 lhavepersonilly
inspected of the art cromlechs known
to exist In Ireland These consist of
upright ttones, held In their vertical
position by horizontal slabs of Immense
proportions.
