are called Agnoatlca a term which they
usually accept, and which carrlce no

"omtire."
We do not think there la anything

oflenslvo In the naniu of 'ree
thinker," no matter by whom adopted
or applied. Hut we do not concede that
any dlabellover or uubtllever in re-

vealed religion lajuoreot a freethinker
than true bellevira are. On theeanie
principle the term "lUtlonallst" la no
moreeicluslvely appropriate than the
other, but neither of them conveys
anythlog censurable or opprobrious.

We would Just aa readily call Mr.
r.lll. a "nationalist" aa a "Free-

thinker," If that would suit hltu better.
At the tame time wo think that
"Mormona" who uuderttood the
genliia and eoojai of their rillglon, are
rationalists In the fullist sense of the
term aa well aa fne thinkers to the
utmost poaslUo limits.

We do not regard the terms "free-
thinker" and "Infidel" easy nonymout.
The former la much preferred by
people who, liecause of thilrlackof
licllef lu commonly accepted Idiaa,
are commonly classed aa In-

fidels. We are all "Infidel"
In regard lo aomo tblu&a. W ahould
all be frcothlnkera In reference to all
thtnga. There are llmlta lo thought
aud there are aomo things wu know,
which author our Ulltf aul thought
aud therefore abaolute frecthlnklng
may be said to las Iniiuaslble. Hut It la
lu the ordinary sense of the term we
wish to be understood.

During Mr. Illalr'a catarr In the
senate he waa the champion of aomo
very Important measures. Some U.
camo her only after arduous aud re-

peated atrugglea and aome, con-
spicuously tho fauioua educa-
tional bill, were under tire
friction of debate ao long aa to be fairly
worn to a shadow before tho final Issue
could bo reached. I'ubllameasuresthat

ull ao hard on the tether of argu-
ment are aure at aomo stage of their
progress to Inspire very strong lacguago
ou thealde of their earnest advocate.

Ho It haa happened that on a great
many occaelona Mr. llhlr haa given
utterance to language during the beat
of debate which, though probably not
noticed at thu time even by his oppo-
nents, haa now risen from Ha grave to
mock hint and spoil hlacareer.

Tor Instance, during tho debate on
the Chlnesu exclusion bill Mr. Hlalr
