pedition. In this letter, which tbe
President commends to the favora
ble action of Congress. Secretary
Goff says: I have considered the let-
ter of Chief Justice Daly, president
or tne American ueographical Soci-
ety, relative to a relief vessel for the
Jeannette polar . expedition. The
propriety of gendine such a relief ex
pedition is fully concurred in,and we
need tnererore examine the means
only to bo employed. Judge Daly
suggests the Galena, now in the
Mediterranean, as a vessel suitable
for this expedition. It is unnecessa
ry to say that any naval .vessel des
tined to be sent on such a service
must have her battery removed, un-
dergo extensive strengthening and
alteration to prepare her to encoun
ter the ice; that the crew must be
reduced to the number deemed just
sufficient, that they must be equip-
ped at the expense of Government
with furs and other clothing adaptedto the regions of arctic winter, and
