h The "postal appropriation bill ap-
proved March 3. 1878, contained the
following clause: '

''Provided, that all laws - and
parts of laws permitting the trans-
mission by mail of any free matter
whatever be and the same are here-
by repealed from and after June
IlOth, 187S." ?

This abolishes the, franking pri-
vilege held by Congress and so
many Government oiMeers. 1

This also abolishes section JJ5 of
the act of March 3, 1S:!: "but the
publishers of weekly! . newspapers
may send to each actual subscriber
within the county where their pa
lters are printed and published one
copy thereof free of postage, and
requires that after June 30th, all
papers must pay postage."

'

This abolishes section 45 of the
same act: "All publishers of. peri- -
odican. magazines and newspapers
which shall not exceed sixteen
ounces in weight shal) be allowed
to interchange their publications
reciprocally free of postage: provid-
ed, that such interchange shall le
confined to a Ringle copy of --such
publication." , .

The laws remain unchanged
which permit prepayment of pos ge

on newspapers at the office of
mailing or aeuvery, at tne optionof the; subscriber, and: prepayment
by newsdealers "upon; their; pack-
ages as received." i
