The Last Moemenis of Gemnernl Me-
Clellam.

. NEWARK, N.J., 2. —General Gcorﬁe
B. McClellun, ex-Commnander of the
Army of the United States, dled sud-
denly this morning at ten minutes past
three [rom exhanstion produced by re-
peated shocks of neuralgia of the heart,
at his howe on Orange Mountain.
Though he had nearly completed his
Sotn year, he had preserved not only |
the buoyant splrits, but u buoysnt
youthful apility. ‘“Therefore, when Lie
began about three weeks aygo to feel
palos at hie heart, neither he nor Lis
medical man 1ir. Seward, of Oran
nor any of his family regarded
muatter serjonxly. He and every oope
else helieved yesterday that the
troublesome walady was either gone
for good, or at least for a long time.
Ip that bellef the General ordered lis
carriave yesterday, morning, drove to
Urange dccompanied by  his only
daognter, suw several Gentleimen on
husiness and made an appointiuent
with one of them for 11 o'clock to-day.
He returned home in excelient spirity,
ate beartily at his meal hours aml re-
tired to rest. About 11 o'clock the
ains returped; and a messenger on
wrseback was dispatched down the
hill for the docter, who ecame bick
with the least possible delay. When
he entered the bedroom of the General
he foond the patient in extreme agony.

The paroxysams returned with a rhy-
thmmical frequency that was alarming,
and the homuepathic remedles, which
the skill of the doclor suggested, were
uo more efliciens than those which had
been supplied by the inteligent affec-
tion of &meral McClellan’s wife and
daughter, who ha'l ministered to him
from the tirst alarm. For four hours
he suffered the 1most excruclating
agony. About3 o'clock there was a
change, the eyes ol the patient began
to grow brighter and his face, that had
been white with paln, hegan to recover
its usnal ruddy hue, He gave a long
deep sigh of relief, smiled faintly auc
suiar' ] feel easy now, thank jGod |
have pulled through.” Then he sank
upon the pillow as If exhausted, clos-
ine his eyes. "The doctor -who was
watching his face with extreme solicl-
tude, saw the uvnerring aignu of ap-

roaching collapse, and whispered to
'glm. MeClellan: ] fear he l.a;l'ylug.“
It was but tyo true. General MeClel-
lan raised bhimself up on one hand,
hu!fl,upe:letl Luis eyes, and fell back
dead.
