employment because a week's work
sufficed to overstock the .'markets',
arid with ja month's full time a
manufacturer ceuid ruin himself.
The . people were discontented;
they complained of the high taxes;
the tax gatherer was an object ef
dreed; and the sheriffs made for-ton- es,

while the mass of the peo-
ple had scarcely bread. to eat. Vet
we had then only about three
millions of people and a few out
lying settlements, fl'he distress
continued for many years; it in-
creased continually, until at last
wise men searched out a remedy
which was so complete that up to
the present time we have hardly
beard again the old and bitter com-
plaints of that day. The remedy
was an immediate and Immense
enlargement of our markets. It
took shape in 1787 In the sub-
stitution!' for the old ' Confeder-
ation of the Constitution of the
United States.
