The chair laid before the Senate the

The bill providing for the establish-
ment, of a bureau of animal Industryand the extirpation ot contagious dis
eases, provides mat the Commissioner
of Agriculture shall organize in his de-

partment of animal ladustrv,
with a chief, who shall he a competent
veterinary surgeon, andivho shall in-

vestigate and .report on the condition
of the domestic animals of the United
States, and the causes of contagious
Infection and communicable diseases
among them. He shall also collect
such other Information on those sub
jects as may be valuable to the agricul-
tural and commercial Interests of the
United States. The Bureau Commis
sioncr of Agriculture is authorized to
employ a force of not over 20 persons
at uuy one time. The Commissioner is
to appoint two competent agents,
practical stock raisers, or men
experienced in commercial trans-
actions affecting live stock, to
report the best manner of transporting

waiui caring for animals, and the means
nccessary-t- o suppressand extirpatethe pleuro-pneumon- ia and other dan-
gerous contagiousdiseases. The compensation of such
agents is fixed at $10 per day. The
Commissioner Is to prepare, as early as
possible, such rules and regulations as
may De uecessary to extirpate tne ais- -

ease named, and certify such rules
etc.. to the executive authority from
each State and Territory, and invite
the of such executive au
thority in the execution of the act of
Congress- .- When the rules, etc., shall
have been accepted by such executive
uuthoiitv, the Commissioner may ex
wnd In the. State so accepting, so
much of the, - money as may be neces
sarv to the purpose of the investiga
tions contemplated by the act, and for
such disinfection and quarantinemeasures as may be necessary to pre
vent the spread of the disease from
one State or Territory to another,

In establishing regulations for the
safe conveyance of cattle and prevent
rng the spread of the disease, the Sec
rotary of the Treasury Is authorized to
take such steps as may be necessary,
not Inconsistent with .this act,' to pre
vent the exportation ot cattle affected
by auy contagious disease, especially
pleuro-pneumon- ia. . Transportation
companies are forbidden to transport
cattle aaected with any contagious di
sease from one .State or Territory to
another, but the so-call- ed splenetic, or
Texas lever, is excepted from tne cat-
egory of communicable diseases as far
as regards transportation to market.
Violations of the act by railroad coin- -
Danics or vessels, arc declared misde
meanors on the part of the manager or
captain, ana peutsnaoie oy line not to
exceed io,000 or imprisonment not to
exceed one year, or both. It is made
the duty of the Uuited States District
Attorney to prosecute the cases. The

The first explosion occurred in the
magazine of Sau Jose, adjacent to the
arsenal, in which were stored a large
number of grenades and shells, lite
force of the explosion took the direc
tion ox tne gas worss, ana an tne gas
heaters oi tne Havana Gas jo., ami an
but one of those of the old eras com
pany were broken. The second shock
was heavier than tue nrst. ana was
caused by the explosion of the gas. It
Is impossible as yet to say how many
persons were killed or wounded, isev
eral bodies are already found.
