Honey Dew BrotheriDartd Crafts,
of lngergoll, Millard County, sends us
a sample of the boner dew found in
that region npon th cane brakes and
other swamp vegetation, and ventures
the opinion that it would be rood for
bees- - Without having had any expe-
rience In the mailer of feeding bees
upon such material, we concur in hia
belief, for tbe "hooey den" appears to
b almost honey Itself ; it forms a com-

plete crust or coating, in some instances
a quarter of an inch in thickness around
the stems of shrubs and grass, is very
sweet and has the appearance of
granulated hojey or sugar. It not
only seems reasonable that it should
serve well as a food fWbees, but that
It might be utilized in the making
of syrup or sugar, as It la susceptible
Of being dissolved in water.

Honey dew Is of two'klnds;one "is a
saccharine fluid discharged from the
tubes at tho extremity of . the body
in the aphides, or plant lice;'
ttiese herd together in plants,
and become so gorged with sap that
they are obliged to eject the honeyed
fluid ; this falls on the leaves and dries,
forming honey dew, eagerly sought
after by bees and ants ; the same name
has been given to a sweet exudation of
the sap from the leaves of plants in dry
weather." The sample before ns ap-

pears to be of the first mentioned

Mrs. Fanny Austin That in the lat-
ter part of November, lHHi, Eucy Dev-
ereux was living at her house, and ob-
tained permission to be absent for a
day, aud afterward stated she had

Ibeen at the Endowment House, but
vim ii. n. rny ieil tviltll, JUI.U3e.

Robert Swain That he had, about
November, 1S1, loaned to Newsom a
suit of Endowment clothes, but did
not know for what purpose the de-
fendant used them.

Sarah iuu Denney That she had
known Lucy Devereux since Septem-
ber, lS.'il ; that she accompanied ner to
the Endowment House about the hist
of November, 1SS1, about a. m. in the
day, but did not see her attei wan.s.

Mrs. Newsom-Duri- uvj lrlS-J- , she saw
conduct between the defendant and
Lucy that caused her to suspect IMJ
were married. H

O. S. Walsh That Lucy Devereux
came to Utah with him iu 1SS1 ; in No-

vember, of that year, he saw her at the
Endowment House, and that she ad-
mitted a month later having been mar-
ried, but did not tell to whom.

Ann Morris In November,-18S- , she
s:,v Newsom anj Lucy Deveieux in
the Endowment House, and the cir-
cumstances convinced her that thev
were married.
BKichanl Smyth' Early in 1882, he
met Newsom aud Lucy Devereux on
the stieet, and was introduced to Lucyas Newsom's plural wife; the defen-
dant had staled to alllant about Jan-usr-

lt2, that he had a plural wife.
TUoinaa Jones In November, 141,

he saw Newsom and Lucy Devereux
come out of the Endowment House,
and leave the enclosure together; it
was his bejief that they were then
married.

Mr. Kirkpatrick arsued in support of
ids motion, and was followed by Mr.
Variau in opposition.

The Court overruled the motion and
sentenced the defeudantto three years'
imprisonment andl$500 fine, for polyg
amy, ano: six montns' imprisonmentand a $.'100 flue for cohabitation.

Mr. Newsom was taken our to the
penitentiary this evening.
