Paul Within the Just year have been
unearthed an alleged apocaljpso
and n Gospel of Peter on ancient
Bjrlac version of the Gospels frag-
ments of the socmeu Acts of John
and Rome supposed icsla or sayIngs
of Christ The latest discovery on this
field part of tile Act of St Paul con-

sists of louse leaves and IIs supposed to-

Ile a copy of the original mlilch wn
written probably In the early part of
the Second century

From early ecclesiastical writers It IIs
known that the Acts of Paul and some
other literary Compositions In some
Parts or the lorld were by Christians
regarded us almost equal In authority
nlth the now accepted books of the
New Testament Husehlus mentions
The Acts of Peter the Preaching of
Peter and the Revelation of Peter the
the Acts of Paul and the Doctrines of
the Apostles The Epistle of Clement U
quoted by Irenaeus and preserved In
the Alexandrian codex The Pastor of
lIrmn IIs also quoted as scripture and-
IsI found In the Sinai codex There were
other writings which enjoyed high
reputation In the early ages Most of
theme however have not been known-
to scholars except from poor transla-
tions or fragmentary quotations One
by one they are now brought to light-
or at least sulMclfnt of them to enable
tile student to form All estimate ot
their true value

ilia missionary labors of the great
Apostle of the Gentiles especially In

sacred writings Christians of this
age reject revelations uncovering most
glorious truths on the same ground on-

nhlch the Jw refused to listen to
Christ We have Moses unit tho
Prophets was their plea we have
tile lllble Is the excuse of our age
Yet the history of the Scriptures dlqj
closes the fact that neither the Old
nor the New Testament was ghen for
