Trade of Professional Director.
i

j There is a lucrative, if not very ex-

tensive trade in this city tbat I have
never seen described in print. This is
the trade of the professional director.
All stock corporations are governed by
boards of direct rs, as everybodyknows. These directors serve without
fixed salaries, but by no means' with-
out compensation. An allowance in
cash is made to each director for bis
attendance . at a board meeting, the
amount varying according to the com
pany he serves and coming out of the
expense fund. In some cases a more
or less elaborate lunch is thrown in.
All railroads, banks, steamship and
trust companies observe (the rule of
paying a director something for his
service. The only requirement is tbat
the meeting shall be a business one.
If there is no quorum there; is no tee.
But it is a peculiarity of board meet-
ings, that it very rarely happen that a
quorum does not assemble. Tbe di-

rectors, with that fine eye to business
that characterizes the average finan-
cier, are pretty certain to see to it that
they earn their fees, especWlly as tbe
meetings are generally short ones and
held quite conveniently to the down
town offices,, so that no considerable
amount of time is wasted in attending
them.

Swift Justice.
Wahpkton, Dakota, July 27. The

body of L. S. Elmer, who ao cruelly
murdered pretty Mary Kaebel, hangs
suspended from the bridge over the
Bols de Sioux. A masked mob of 100
determined men overpowered Sheriff
aimer and tne deputy before daylight
cages and took the murderer out. The
moo was well organized and headed by
resolute men ci wanoeton and ireca
enridge. The sheriff offered all the.
paysical resistance that his 200 pounds
afforded, but did not attempt to shoot
or right because the mob were all his
fi lends. He said the life of the mur
derer was not worth the lite bf a
friend. After the banging the mob
quickly dispersed and the hundreds of
men; and women who witnessed the
lynching went home' satisfied. Elmer
said he did not know why he killed the
girl and was sorry. When asked if be
wished to pray be eaid. "No."

New York, July 27. The committee
who are Investigating immigration vis
i ted the slums of the city under the
protection of --detectives last night.
Congressman Morrow, of California,one of the members of the committee,aid the sights among the Italians in
Mulberry Street were as terrible as the
worst part of the' Chinese quarter in
San Francisco.

Francis Z inhone. an Italian, mule
teer, said he had come to this countryin May on a ticket which one of Tocci's
agents bad sent to his native village
with instructions to get a man. Wit-
ness told about the wages he cenld
earn in bis own country, and thought
qis wages mere would average aoout a
franc a day. Out of this be had to nav
house rent and the living of his family.Me might occasionally get a present of
a bottle of wine. lie had a wife and
two children in Italy. Witness had
thirty francs when he arrived, but has
oeen unable to get work since. Ue
aad i been taken care of bv the bene
volent societies. His family was starv-
ing. He told Congressman Goeatber
tie was willing to work for him for 75
cents a day. If he had $1 a day right
along he would spend 2i cents a daytor board and lodgings.

"You could live well on that?"
asked Congressman Oaenther.

"Weil, not very well: bat pretty
well; would be satisfied." he an
swered. , He declared he would be
inly too glad to go back. He was
satisfied there with what he was mak-
ing. He had hoped that when he came
out here that he could make enough
momry in a couple of years to sro heme
and live.

Other emigrants testified in the same
general way. One told, hpw be came
to this country witn a 'large party -- of
emigrants who did not have to pay
passage money, but signed an agree-
ment to pay the agent here the amount
out of the first money earned here.
mis man bad earned $27 since he came
aere in April, and of that he had paid'.tie agent 4a4. lie still owes the asrent
$35. : He is very anxious to go back to
Italy, The agent soliciting emigre
tion in his native town promised to
secure all work here at $1.50 a day and
apwards, but dd not do so.

Thorn and a pal named
Keboe, also of St. Louis, waylaid the
coachman and secured the bullion and
murdered Cnmmlnas for objecting.
Keboe was captured and . hanged for
the crime. Thorn got off with a life
sentence when captured, aad made
his escape December 1, 1887." He is
wanted in many places ior crimes com-
mitted.

Tate Iudletaaeuta.
Chicago, July 27. Four Bohemian

citizens endeavored to bail oat Ru
dolph Sevic,the anarchist, but found
the bond on the five indictments
against him and his fellow conspira-
tors amounted to $ 15,000 for each man.
This tbey could not schedule enough
for, and SeVic remains in jail. One of
me indictments against tne men is ior
manufacturing, procuring, - buying,
making and selling dynamite wone for
making, etc., dynamite with intent to
take the lite of Judge Joseph E. Gary r
one for the same intent to take the life
of Judge Grinnell; another for the
same invent to take the life of John
Bonfield. inspector of police : one in
cluding the names el all three, and
mentioning the "Uvea of certain par
sons to the jurors unknown."

Harrison anal Dakota.
Indianapolis, July 27. A thousand

Hooslers, principally form the north
ern portions of the State, paid their
respects to General Harrison today
in toe course oi nis remarxs uenerai
Harrison referred to the legislative ap-

portionment, and the application of
Washington and lMKOta territories
for statehood.

He said the apportionment of our
State for legislature and congressional
purposes is known to be unfair. It
was Intended to discriminate against
the republicans, l hope tne time nas
now arrived whea the sense of justice
which possesses our people will teach
men of all parties that party success
is not, to be gained at the expense of
injustice to any of our citizens. When
the reDubllcans shall secure the' power
of jmaking the apportionment I believe
tne experiment oi aeeaing party ent

by public Injustice will not
be repeated. There are other quss-tion- s

affecting the suffrage. There are
in the northwest several! Ter-
ritories organized under public
law with defined boundaries filled
no with brave, enterprising and Intel
ligent young men from all the States,
Several of these territories have been
for years possessed of population,
wealth and all the requisites ior ad
mission as states. In South Dakota
there are nearly a half million of peo
pie. For years they bave been knock- -
cg for admission to the sisterhood of

states. The territory has more people,
more miles of railroad mere post- -
offices, more churches;, more banks
and more wealth than any territory
ever possessed wnen admitted to tne
Union. Our people are called upon to
take part in' a presidential election,
and the intelligent and patriotic peo-
ple of Dakota are deprived of any par-
ticipation. Tbey are deprived of their
appropriate influence in the electoral
college only because' the prevailing
sentiment is republican. It we ap-
propriately express sympathy with the
cause of Irish home rule, shall we not
also demand borne rule for Washing-- ,

ton and Dakota?. The day when men
can be disfranchised or shorn of their
political power for opinion's sake must
have au end in this country.

tors of election of the united labor
party who were appointed la this city,
for the; last election, November 7th,
were to hold office for one year. This
year the election comes off on Novem- -
oer am, ana these inspectors wui suu
be in office. Hoi having polled the
necessary vote at the last election, the
united labor party is not entitled to
inspectors this year, and what to do
wtta the inspectors of the party is
puzzling the police board. It is stated
todav that there will probably be a
lively litlga'lon over the matter.

TRAVKLIHG IN MOROCCO.

CROSSINO THE SHOD RIVER ARAB 8TU- -
PIDITT. PRAYUIO AND CURSDfa.

For ages this spot has been tbe cross
ing place of aa the" caravans which
came from, the desert, and yet all the
means of setting over is upon, an
abominable cross between a raft and a
floatboat, with sides built high to keep
fractious animals from jumping out
during the passage, as any animal of
sense would be - tempted to do. I
should say the sides ot these rafts were
three feet high, and there is not now
por has there ever been any sort of
plank or gangway upon which the ani-
mals could walk aboard. The men
commenced to pray before they got in
sight of the ooats, ana oy toe time uicy
arrived alongside there was nothing to
be heard above ateanui nowiior bhw
ley Indress and Allah to come down
from their high place and give the
mules a boost into the boat.

The r'ver. the praying and ooats got
the mules-Int- a proper state of fright
even before the time came Ao embark
them, and the men bad to change from
prayers to paths, which seemed to bave
a better effect. The' mules were ua
packed, led to the boats and invited to
jump- - in. which, of course, on the
slippery bank of the river, was im-

possible ... Then all hands would stop
coaxing and swear a while. Interlard
ing eacn remarx wua a suower ui
blows on the animal, until exhausted.
after which they would turn upon each
other, shake their tlsts,call bad names.
and finally quiet aown ana go to pray-
ing again, until seeking a change, two
of tnem wonld to down, lift tbe fore- -
lesrs oi tne mnie mio ue ooat. ana
then twist bis tall until he kicked,when
at the moment his heels were high in
the air they would --

give him sucn a
shove that he either Would fall into
tbe boat or into the' mud on tbe bank,
when they would nave to start au over
again. -

It took lust two hours to load ten
mules Into the boat, where they stood
huddled together, with bruised legs
and evil glances, watching for tbe mo-
ment to come when they could get
even with the man who rot them Into
tbe scrape. Then came the tun of
crossing, and as I contemplated the
crowd of animals, looking as if at a
moment's notice they might commence
to kick . ana pinnge at eacn omer, a
eda-e- toward the bow and centered my
affections en a pack saddle which con-
tained charcoal, tor the others had
Mooiev Lnartes to give ucm me pre
server If necessary, while l laii more
drawn to something tangible, and so
seated myself on the charcoal with a
firm clutch at the ropes. There was
oraethiaa-- Charming and at tbe same

time interestingly exciting about the
trip across, for of course the current
was too swift to admit ox landing any
where but where chance took us. as
the sweeps la the boat were too clumsy
to do more than keep headway on the
raft. When we got almost across, the
men would see some spot on the bank
wnere they wished to iasd,aod implore
Meoley Indrees to land them tbere.and
as soon as they saw they wonld be car
ried by, commence to curse him In a
most outrageous manner.and turn their
attentions to Allan.

ing out 01 tne xact tnat every gallonthat evaporated would be a tax-pa- id

gallon, and because of the heavy ex-
pense of carrying whisky for several
years, Insurance, etc. The amount ot
money uqairea in tnat business would
be so great tnat no distiller could do
much unless be was a millionaire.
Such a law would lead to combina-
tions, and rich combinations woulo
absorb all.

W. H. Thomas, of Louisville, testi
fied that one of tne reasons of the ex
port of whisky to Europe was that be
and others believed Kentacky whisk
better than foreign compound liquors.
and thought they might make a market
for It In Europe. Ninety per cent ol
tne wmsay exported was owned bywholesale dealers, and be believed if
they were all united they could bulla
up a big trade in Europe. He was not
in favor of the repeal of the tax on
liquor, for the reason that every
farmer with a stream of water near his
farm would go into the business and
ruin the distilleries by over produc
tion. N ith bo whisky tax he believed
there would be ten times titer amount
consumed.

GOVERNMENT FROrXKTT RUDDKN.
In response to a Senate resolution

calling upon him for evidence in the
Treasury department relating to prop-
erty of the United States and to which
the United States has a valid claim
which is held In adverse possession,
the Secretary .ot the Treasury today
transmitted to the Senate the reports
of the Solicitor of the Treasury and
the commissioner of Internal revenue
on the snblect.

The Texas (alias The Pompeiro).

land by another vessel. Capt. Henrv
Sinclair, of the Confederate State
navy, superintended tne construction

The vessel, he
says, started to sea. but having been
reported-- " as a Confederate cruiser, was
seized. Captaia Sinclair, rather than
carry her through the courts, secured
her release oy guaranteeing that she
should not go Into the hands of the
Confederacy, and they should be en-
titled to have her. tie then chartered
her, aud a few months later after
the Confederacy collapsed, she was
sailing under the same charter. He
adds : "This vessel was fully paid for
by the Confederate government and
should belong to the United States.
She la still valuable andjs now trading
between Edinburgh andTJopenhagen.'
ue iurtner aoQ: "mere are other
ulyde- - built steamers constructed by
the confederate government simi-
larly disposed of by their agents or
captains which : should now belong to
the United States. There were also
two powerful rams built by Baird
& Co. on the Mersey, ostensibly
for the Chinese government, but in-

spected and tested by Confederate
officers. They were, he says, seized by
the British authorities and were finally
disposed of by the Confederate agents
In charge and are now in the British
navy, having recently been seen by
Admiral iiuce at uermuaa, nytng the
British flair. Littlenaze also sneaks of
a certain powerful Clyde built steamer
and rams built tor the Confederate
government, and also state that par
ties wno lately visited tne uavtain am
clair say that its linen, crockery, cut
lery, etc., bore tne letters "C. s. A.,"
which are supposed to have come from
the Texas, lie adds that the two new
Clyde-bui- lt steamers Vitu of Petef
burg and The Old Dominion, wh&h
were built for the Confederate govern-
ment, and paid for by it, are now run
ning between Liverpool and Dublin.

INTER STATE COMMERCE.

Althouzh the House comraltteeon
Commerce has already made a report
to the House on -- the Senate bill to
amend the later-sta- te commerce act,
the aublect was reonened thl morning
for the purpose of enabling Represent-
ative OVNeQl ot Pennsylvania to offor
an additional amendment providing
that after ninety days from the pas-
sage of the act it shall be unlawful for
any common carrier to engage in the
transportation ox passengers or pro-
perty between the several etates and
territories of the United States, or
between any place In the United States
and a foreign country over a route
which Includes aa part thereof a rail-
way or water route outside the United
States, without having first procured
a license. - - -

This la the amendment which was
Intended to counteract the effects of
the inter state commerce law on the
Canadian routes.
