their ideas. "They are a great people
for - foot - racing, 'horse racing and
dancing, and are very tenacious in
holding to the belief of their lathers.
They are very virtuous j they have
never been known to mix with
white men. There ; is not a half
breed in; the place. One singularity
is, there are a few Aibinoes among
them." hair as white as white wool.

their amusement aud I enjoyed the
fun as much as they did.

Paris, 15. In the speech which

Gambetta delivered at Menilmon
tants, he made an elaborate exposi-
tion of the scheme of reforms which
be proposed to advocate and thought
he had a reasonable chance of estab4
lishing in the next Chamber. Forei
most on the list stood the reform of
the magistracy and of the army. He
would suggest that the number of
Judges and law courts be reduced,
aud tnat something use tne Englishcircuit system be introduced. As re

principle of compulsory service for
all, men, priests and teachers. - He
wished for the abolition of the three
years' service system and laid stress;
