The vlbrutloti extended Irom (llbroy
and Fresno on the south to Orovllle
and Chlcu on Ihe north, ami from
Haula floa on the west vntlrely across
theHlateaud Into Nevada. The area

which experienced the severest
icrtlou of the shock was, however,
very limited. It was confined to por.
tlons of Holano and Yolo counties.

On the morning ot the carttujuake
tho scene In the town of Vacavllle Is
described as one of the wildest disorder,

llm rlrst shock waa felt at 2:19 a.m.,
while tho Inhabllanla wcro sleeping
soundly. ltc ealed vll ratloua and the
crash of falling buildings soon Aroused

the cople, who I'oured Into the streets

In their nightdresses streaming and
They remained outside

until morning, fearing to enter their
homes, lest further shocks might prove
more serious. Heveral costly buildings
w ere ooini letely w recked.

The seenes at Winters, Wrodland,
l,iflrlo nnd ether towns were some

what similar to that at Vacavllle,
though the shock waa felt more cm

The vibrations were felt the whole
width of the Htate for about 20 fllUa
north of IhemeildlanofHauI'ranrltco.
