Their ' last king Mo--
slah - ruled lu rigbteousnesa, and
the people became - very wealthy,
numerous and highly civilised. A
ahort time previous to his death he
established a code, of laws which
were unanimously adopted by the
people, and afterwards the ruling
power invested in supreme judges
and governors, presided oyer by one
chief magistrate, continued ror a
period of 81 years, when the Savior
was born, being euu years from the
time Lehl left Jerusalem. This
form of government i continued for

years after the birth of the Ba
vlor. when la this year the chief
judge was murdered, the govern
ment broken up, and the people
divided into tribes and factions.
