One objection Is that n me list iliysl
clam holding dl lomss from chartered
meJIcalcolltges In goo.1 an! regular
standing and, mind you, I quote vir
batlut from section of this bill are lo
be admitted for examination, and when
an eclectic or a homipai-at- t resents
himself, this iwec'lug majority has
only lo Inform lilm thai the college
from which he holJs a diploma la not
considered regular and hernn't have a
llceusfi,

Uow kind It Is of thli board to only
fleece each thysli Ian anl surgeon In
this whole Territory out of Hie small
mui of (fi.m sod then further lo
be so very gouerous as to hand
all tho money collected in fees
anl fines (anil by this )ou
will readily Inter lost tbey Intend to
make someone siuake, aul of uourse
thil would be the hated Irregulars),
overlo tbe Ireaaury nf the Terrllor).
Now Is not thla real kind? Anl ill J
you uotlcuetlll fartlur, after handing
thlivaet revenue over with one hand,
how nicely tbey immediately follow
with the other hand and extract foOM
annually with which to pay the eetietary anl only V a day and traveling
expenses Willi wnlch lo pay each mem-
ber of this board? lly this nice little
arrangemeiillu caseof any deficiency,
which Is not likely to occur under'th's
exorbitant system of fees, His Terri-
tory will have to foot thu bill, and
make up the deficiency.

Why should every physician and
surgeon In thla whole Territory be
cuniinauded to throw up his hen la and
stand and deliver O for theauniori
of any me Ileal board, no mailer what
Ua composition, let It be reaular or Ir
regulai? Why not tax nil lho min-
isters or all tho lawyers In this Terri-
tory, end, forimtauce, glvunsvurplog
mejoilly to lho Methodists, or to the
Jews, or to the Mormons, or to the
Catholka, ur 1'resbylerlans; and how
much of a show for Justice do you au
pose either aect wuuld havu whodll
not hoi la controlling majority uwu
the bo ltd? Oj, no, gentlemen, this
will lint iln! All f .Ir.ml,..,, II, .......
loving people would say at oncelhls Is
clais leglalstlon of the worst tyf. I
war not against the regulara or iclec
Ilea or h imnapatlis, lut aik that they
all shall havueepial rlghta the
law. An I Hun the rignia of lho eople
will la kept sacred; uo one sect or
achool will lx legislated In to the netrl
mml of llicao who nro legislated out.

Before closing, allow me lo my a
tribute of reiec. lu all liberal mlrded,
lntelllgentp,iyalclans,nomattirofwnat
achool. And Leroallow me to do the
regular school the Ju.tlce to say that
they havo many good, gteut and grand
men In thilr ranks, and I am not ioprejudiced and uarrow in my views ss
not lo worth wherever
found. An there are many wllhln U,e
ranks of thli ichool who are loo honor-
able to otk any clisa legislation, nod
would be to roud to nuept It; Jet thla
doea mil include the fact luat they
constantly havo such men In their
ranka v, ho do ask such things aa In the
present Instance.

Why la It that Hie legislative hall of
every rllateand Territory In the whole
United rttatea Is annually and con-
stantly being besieged by this sinieregular school for class legislation of
u hlch the forrgulug bill Is only a sam-
ple? And It Is always uuder the same
pntext.thatof "a ceding out the Iguor
nut quicksand rroteitlug the rlghta of
the ucar people." Daea It uot fore-
shadow an acknowledgment that they

the regulars are afraid to croea
swords with those of olhir schools by
a clinical test at the bedside? "Why,"
they ss), "these Irregulars Are 10 very
Irregular lhat they lu aoiuv w ay Irreg-
ularly succeed In curing all their
patients, aud our beilpatlents are fast
leaving us anl something must be

call them ,uacks, and make rigulsr
facia at them, and If thli
will uot do, wo will bolster
up our cause by having ourselves
kglilated In and them out." And this
Is the way it goee, ) ear alter ) ear, con.
suiuily knocking at the doors of all
the legislative balls iu the United
Htates, asking that they the regulara

be recognlted as the only medical
achool.

Who ever heard of the eckctlo or
liomiiMpath school asking any such un-
fair urila-- legislation In their favor?
No one. They arc willing to reat their
case with the people, aud allow the
people the only lompetentjudgea to
decide the merit of each at tbe bed-
side.

1 Inally, wo apat to the manhood,
honor. Justice aud Integrity of every
member of the assembly of Utah, aud
of every thinking cltlieu
to see tell that Ibu fair escutcheon of
our noble Territory la never stained by
allowing such a bill as tho one under,
