shlppcl from Ohio. If so, then
bllverman had rt ;icbt to make the
sale according to the Supreme Court
decision. If lound guilty of selling
to minors and intemperate men,
thatoffenso would come under the
Statu police regulations, for while
the btate might not prohibit the sale
of original packages, it could pro-

tect its citizens.
The jury acquitted Silverman of

the charge of selling without a li-

cense and to minors, but found him
guilty of telling to persons of known
intemperate habits. Tbeliquor peo-

ple, who have been in a hopeless
minority in Armstrong Countv, are
jubilant, and they say that original
packages can now flood every town
In tbe State, and the high licenses
paid by local dealers Is practically
money thrown away.
