Terrible Explenlens.
At eight o'clock this evening a

terrible explodon oscrred near
Praed Street at an underground a

tion of the Metronolitati rallwav.
Un the first alarm a etrong cordon cf
police wsi (um uoneJ to preeerve
order, to keep, the way clear and
oonvey wounucd people to the hos
pitaid. Paseengtra on the train at
the scene of the explosion, say there
was a loud report like a cinnon
then sudden dark nose, the aas- -
lighta from the front to the rear of
the train being put cut. Glaas wa
broken, aud splinters of wood flew
about lite car, cutting and wound
ing many passengers. Above the
din were heard the shrieks . of the
injured and panto-stricke- n people.
All this occurred in a moment, and
for a while confusion reigned tupreme. The tralnawhiob was crowd

After leaving the
station the train traveled Bteadily
ahead, although the concussion
smashed nearly all the lamps iu
Praed Street elation, and Caused
much damage tj the permanent
way.
