Now thla waa truly a great manifesta-
tion. Bat who waa Oliver Cowderyt who
was Derid Whitmer? who waa Martin
Harrier Poor, weak; frail ; men; two: ef
tbeua'aulte vonnsr. one at middle sirs.
Tbey had but very little experience; tbeyknew nothing about tbe arrangement of
the organization of the priesthood; as we
sow know; they bad no Teachers to visit
them from week to week. Yet In the
audat of all this Ignorance, what a glori-
ous manlfeststloa they tecdved. from
aeaTeal They lacked, experience; they
bad not been prepared aa Joseph waa. He
waa prepared by a series of years of expe-
rience. In beholding vision and angels. .

In ths year 1833 ths angel first came to
him; telling him aboot the plates, also
telling him that he weald retuan one year
aiurwaras, when be would give nun far-
ther Instruction. Why .this delay! why
not commit to hie. charge the plates at
once? It was because ef his want of ex
perience. It ia true, he bad prerloucly re
oeivad a. heavenlyviaion aome four rears
beZoeevia wblch.be bed. sen. the face of
Ge4, the Father. , But be lacked all other
qualifications bs was left mors er less to
himself, snd the angel was determined to
impart to him experience, year after year,
for;tbs space of four years; during which,
ween ever Jose uh needed ehssusement be
seeaived It at the appointed timet his fsil- -

uurs were correeien- - no was anowa wnere- -
ln he had erred; ond bawaetsngbt what
tot do; he was instructed little byilttle,until he learned, by practice, to do the
will of God. Then , the aacred . records
were committed to hlra: but not so with
the three witnesses referred to, snd hence
.hey kept not the holy commandments sa
tney ought to have done. They bad too
much knowledge for,their limited experi-
ence. Toa reoollecV what the-Lor- d has
said upon. Ibis su Meet Where much , is
given, much la required- - and where ' but
little is given, but little hi required. Much
was given, to these three witnesses, aad
mnca wss required at their hand a, - Hence
s sin that tbey might commit would throw
them Into ten fold more darkness tbsn
any man who had never aeen' ao great
things. This accounts for their apoa lacy,not for their denying the truth, for they
never die tnal they aeld laat to tne irutn;
they declared thst the; Book of Mormon
was true and never denied their testimony.
It Is not s matter of mere faith with tni
they knew U. But how gre la tne dsrk-nea- s

in tbem that eta against so much
HrhtJ Tan; Lord told aa, w ben we were
arvlnarin the state of New fork, to go to
the Ohlot tbere to boiid a temple to tbe
name of ths Most High.. And tbere the
Lord consesce&ded to bestow upon bis
servants sad people a great endowment, a
blessing such sswas not known among
tne eniiarea or men. ana irora inence
tney should go among tbe nattona ef the
earth, and publish theae tidings.

When this temple waa built, the Lord
did not sco proper to reveal ail the ordl
nances ot the Endowments, such ss we
now nnderatand. . He revealed Uttie by
iitue. ao rooms were preparea for wash
inga; no special place prepared for the
anointings, such aa rou understand, and
snob ss yon comprehend st this period of
tne niatoryor tne cnnrcn neither aid
ws know tbe necessity of the wsshiugs.
sueh as we now receive. It is true, our
bands were waahed, our faces and our
feet. Tbe prophet Joseph was eotnmand- -
ea to gtra mmeeu with a towel, doing thl
inl the Temple. Whet for? , Tbat tbe first
Kkier might witness to our Father snd
God, that we were clean from the blood of
that wvckea generation, that, then lived.
We bad gone forth according to oar best
ability, to publish glad tidings of great
Joy, for thousands ef miles,: upon this
continent. After this ws were called In,
sad this washing of hands and feet was to
testify to God thst we were clesn from the
blood ef this generation. The holy anoint
Ing waa placed upon the bead a of his ser-
vants, but not ths fsU development of tbe
Endowments in the anointing. ; These ad-
ministrations in ths Kirt land Temple were
revealed, little by little, corresponding
with what I have already been sayiug, that
tne Lord does not give tne fulness at once,
but Imparts to us According to his own
will and pleasure. Great were the Mess
bigs receiTed.
