During tire last four or five years
Immigration Ito this country has not
been considerable but lately It IIs

claimed It has again commenced to In

ronso The fact adds Interest to tile
restriction bill now before Congress

In many quarters It has been felt
for along time that some measure IIs

needed that will close our shores to
some extent to the surplus population
ot the world During tile lint session

of Congress the Immigration law was
one of the leading topics of discus-

sion And It was agreed that an educu
onal test was needed that people un

able to rod and write soino language
ought to be excluded from the United
State The measure stranded on tho
Corliss amendment whlh contem-

plated the exclusion of Canadian la
borers on the border from emplyment-
on the United States side of the line-

An effort will now be made to pass the
law with the educational test and with-

out tho Corliss amendment Its effect
sNill Iw chiefly to restrict Immigration
tom the countries of southern Europe
where as Is well knonn the Illiteracy
ot tho people Is greatest

The Increase of population In the
United States has been enormous due
ng the past fifty years In 1847 the pop

illation was tiventyseven and a halt
million still now It Is nearly If not
quite seventy millions Yet this rapid
growth need not cause any particular
Alarm for there IIs plenty of room In

this vast country for many years to
