By Some It has been argued, that
Joseph Smith and - the prominent
Eiders were the most cosrupt, wicked
and Infamous ot impostors; bat bis
followers, the Latter-da- y Saints, in
general, though deceived, were very
good people, and scrupulously honest
in their religions opinions.From what I have already said In
regard to the operations and effects of
this work, it may readily be seen that,
if It be an lmpotltlon,lt is not confined
exclusively to the leaders ot this peo-

effects when received, and the important biessinsrs derived by thiscommun-It- y,

through its divine power and vi-
rtu. This 'i'osDel. which God baa
commanded as to offer to the world, Is
an order or system of things, simple,
Flaln, and may easily be understood,to its principles the nature
of Its requirements, and the precisekind and character of its bless! ocs and
promise, no one, however Ignorant or
unlearned, needs to be left in the dark;
but may discover Its golden truths, and
the emblazoned markof divinity la its
arrangements, as distinctly and as
speedily as Naaman, the captain of the
Assyrian boat, found divine virtue and
the hand of Divinity, in the order pre-
scribed to him by Elijah, through which
his leprosy was removed; In his case,
the order of obtaining A miraculous
blessing, viz: to immerse seven times
In Jordan, as prescribed by Elijah, was
so simple, so plain, and in regard to Its
divine efficacy, so easy of ascertain-
ment, that the great captain at first,was exceedingly wrathy at the idea that
God should propose to work upon him
through such easy and simple .forms:
bat the order through which be could
be healed of bis leprosy was pre-
scribed of God, through the Prophet,
and finally the Assyrian offlcer,tbroogh
the plain, common-sens- e reasoning; of
his servant, concluded to waive hU
objections, and comply with the re-

quirements; land having done so, re-
ceived the promised blessing.

The first principles of the Gospel
which we offer, and which pnt men in
possession of the revelations of Godt
and a knowledge of this work, are pre-
cisely as simple, plain, and as easy of
understanding as the order before al-
luded to, through which the heavens
were opened to Naaman. j

The Gospel was brought to our re-
spective locations, far remote from
these mountain vales, i It fonnd as
citizens of various nations speaking
our respective languages, each pos--

lreasing hli peculiar notions and prelu- -
aices,wnu uia assuciauoos, anu a
strong1 attachment to kindred, friends
and country. However unpleasant,
unkind, unjust, and inconsistent It
might appear at first, we clearly fore-
saw, that, in receiving the Gospel, we
should be compelled to break off those
associations, and sever those attach-
ments, leaving the lands Of oaf nativi-
ty, and go forth with ourwives and our
ouildren to a distant land of which we
had but little knowledge.! Yet, a sim-
ilar requisition was made upon the
House of Israel, in the land of Egypt:
also upon Noahand bis family, and
upon Abrahanyand the family of Lot
in the-cit- y of7 Sodomr and upon the
families of Lent and Ishmael, as men
cloned in the Book ot Mormon.

But, in the provisions of the Gospel
tvhich was offered to us, there were
fairness And safety; it proposed to
lve, through obedience to its require-

ments, a perfect knowledge of its di-
vine authenticity; so that, in leaving
