" Enclosed you will find two bees fast on
the flowers, that have died there. But a
small portion of them fasten and remain
on the flower. Many of them leave their
feet there and return without them. These
are facta that close observation will prove
to every man. ,

beginners; You that have got 'youngswarms that are weak, close up the en-
trance to an inch early in the evening, for;
the moth is very bad. I have had hives
with the comb all riddled to pieces before
one half of the frame was filled.
