The municipal election for Halt

Lake City 1600 waa one of the moat
memorable In Ita history. It resulted
In the election to the City Council of
nine "I.llerala" and six IVople'a
Tarty men. The latter were the can-
didates of the Htcond and Fourth
Treotncts. They were not allowed lo
take their seats, which wore fraudu-
lently given to the "Liberal" caudi
dates of the precincts named. Thle
outrage waa perpetrated by tha "Lib-
eral" tnalorlty of the Council, on the
shallow pretext that the ejection

waa conducted under an oil law

which provided that lb membera of

the Council should elected at large,

In place of the later statute accorllng
to which they were to be elected from

each precinct. 01 course no In-

telligent person hollered that this out-

rage would stand the teat ol the courts.

The "Liberal" plan was, howorer, to

Kcurodrliy, by legal obstruction, and
thusputoir Judicial decision ao long

aa t? ren ler It practloally "'!'" to the
rightful claimant! lo the onicc.

The "Liberal" con Iracy, lo thwart
theexpreeaed will of the people, sue
no led to a considerable extent.
Ho much ao that the six

ctndldales of the People's Tarty
were kept out of their ofllces

for a year and a half of

their term. At or near the expiration
ol that time the Bupremo Court of tho
Territory declared them entitled to the
sella to which they liaJ been duly
elected, an J the usurpers were coin'
palled lo vacate.

The rightful Incumbents of the eeats

luthe Council presented a 'claim for
Ibe py out of which they had been
defrauded for the lhree.fourthe of Hie

term during which they ha I been kept

outofofltce. The subject haaliernlor
aomr time In the handa of the commit-
tee on claims.

At last ntfht'e session of the Coun-
cil the two "Literal" members of the
committee (Horn and Hlminll) re-

ported ft Iversely. Mr. Folland (Demo-

crat) male a minority report to lha
effect that the applicant are clearly
entitled to tho eallsfactlon of their
claim. According to the majority re-

port, Judge i:. I), Hoge, the, new oily
attorney, supjrt the position taken
by hla fellow "Liberal" of tho com-

mittee. Councilman Itlc'i (Democrat)
moved the adoption of tho minority
report, and Moran ("Liberal") maJe a
motion for the adoption of the report
of the majority. Another motion,
Ibat the matter bo lalJ over for one
week, was finally adopted.

Tho "Liberal" majority report la

consistent with tho record of tbo pirty
on thla aubject. That party, lu de-

fiance of law, stole six ofllces to which
Teople'a candidate were elected.
They consequently tiotuuly robbed the
rightful Incumbent of their scats In

the Council but likewise of the emolu-

ments pertaining thereto. They alao

thwarted the expressed will of the
people, thus committing a crime
against popular liberty and representa-

tion. Thla being the case, we hold It
to bo conalstent with tho record "of the
party that every point and part of this
unmitigated steal ahould bo defen led
by them to the last ditch. ,

.However, akoulJ the position of the
"Liberal" membera of the committee.
oomblnrd with tho attitude of the city
attorney, be smtalood by the manrily,
we have but little doubt aa to the final

outcome. When the courta decided

that tho Teople'a Tarty candldatce
were clearly and legally entitled to tho
oCl ces to which they were duly elected,
they virtually established tho ground
that they were likewise entitled to the
emoluments thereto. In fact, It la a
clear matter of right that they aro

to aa broad a rectification of the
wrong dona them aacau poaslbly unac-
corded, We bellere that thla will bo

tho position of the courts, should tho
"Liberal" majority conclude to stand
by the retort of their attorney and
committeemen and thus leek to per-

petuate tho relics of an outrageous rob-

bery.

The "Liberal" city government Is
being suljected to another well'tnerltcd
rebuke. A great hubbub was created,
as will be remembered, when the
United Btate Marshal undertook,some
time since, to euforce the Territorial
statute against gambllug, BuDday

Impelled to act lu the matter because
tbccttyauthorltleatook no steps In the
direction of euforclug tho ordinances.

Thualtuatton with regard totheopen
violation of the law against gambling
Is no better now than It waa then.
Judge Zane pointed out thla
fact In hla charge to the last grand
ury. Gambling dena were within

slghtoftbe Federal court room, from

Ihe wludowa of which theoieratlona
of tbo Inmalea could be seen
as they were plying tlitlr
legal vocation. Hla Honor atated
that ir th. city authorities uunotpor-for-

their duty In auppreaalng thoae
daugeroua trajs, they ahould lu pro-

ceeded agalust unler Ihe Territorial
statutes. ,, The ueglect of the clly gov-

ernment haa continued; huico the
grand )ury took the matter In hand, a

number of ludlctuienla and arrcata
being the result.

The reason fur the whlik men and
gambler being itrmlttrd totreakthe
leue with lm unity ao lar aa Ihe clly
efllclala are concerned I well under-
stood. It Is to these classta that the
"Liberal" rty oma Ita strongest sup-
port, and there Is a mutual understand-
ing lu relation to thu Jet aluuo policy.

attending the. Itrlgham Young acade-
my In Trovo, Utah, because It la the
beat aehool In the Territory. Today
Ihe Mormon Church la working to

a church university In Bait
l.ake, and Captain Wlllard Young,
Hrlgham'e sou, la at the head ol the
movement.
