THE ““PACIFIC METHODIST"
ON TITHING.

It is pretty well known that tithing is
one of the dectrines taught by the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Salnts and Jargely practised by Its
members, Itis an ancient custom,
founded on the revelations of God, and
it preceded the law of Moses, Into
which it was incorporated, survivine
that law aiter It was superseded by
the restoration of the everlasting gos-
pel.

The payment of tithing is =a
duty devolving apon every Lat-
ter-day Salnt. But  the observ-
ance of the law is wvolautary.

No person is forced to give any part of
his substance, either by tithing or do-
nation, to the Church orany of itshle-
partments. And the - tithing is not the
property of an individaal or class in
the Church. It belongs to God aond is
to be used under divine authority, ac-
cording to divine revelations. 1Its care
and distribution form a sacred trust,
and those who handle It are respons-
ible to God for its honest and proper
manipulation. No persom in the
Church is exempt from its requirement.
And as a matter of fact the leading
men in the Chiurch and the officers of
the priesthood are, as a rule, the
strictest in the practical observance of
the law of any of the membera of the
Chureh.

THE GOUGH INTERVIEW.
THE NEWS ACCOUNT CONFIRMED,

An atteropt having been made by the
Salt Lake Tridune to make 'it appear
that Mr. John B. Gough had stated
that the. account of the Interview be-
tween him and the undersigned, as
‘published in the News, was not wholly
correct, we herchby assert that -every
statement it contained is true.

The assertion that the interview oc-
curred on Saturday morning and was
purposely kept over by the News un-
til Mr. Gough’s departure, is totally
false. When called nponin. the early
part of Saturday by the representative
of the NEws, Mr. Gough sald he could
not make an appointment for an inter-
view sooner than 430 p.m., and Mr.
Nicholson expressed regretat the de-
lay, as he desired a statement for pub-
lication in the issue of that day.

Mr. Gough made the statement in
relation to being trapped by the Tri-
bune reporter  voluntarily, without
being interrogated upon that point.
