by tliemseltusnlonu uf nil Ihu tele
graph franchise eonferred upon them
uiuer Ihla act, Thu government
sought to bate eancollod and itnnullol
Ihu coutiact mado July 1, 1S31, lit.
twren the Wtstrru Union and thu
Union raclltc, by whtrh, aa clilnnd,
thu lelegrapli frunelilsia granted
Ihu rallwur crmiauy by llio
charier acn. were not a uioru
right to ilacorttelegrath wire along
the railroads for Its uwn use, but Hut
n tclrr.riii h wlrolaaamucli a airt of
tho railroad as depots or wrecking
trains.
