! Salt Lake Citv, January 10. To
Illustrate the daily life of rural Latter-da- y

Saints, I select the town of May-
neld. For nve years I have visited this
andothertowns In a professional capac- -
itv. and Know whereof 1 wntcv wnat
I write of Mayneld may, however,, be
said of nine-tent- hs of all the towns in
Utah.

Mayneld was settled about cigrnt years
ago by families crowded out of larger
settlements. The populatkm-- . povr
numbers some seventy . families, or
nbout 350 souls, all told. They are
Swedish, Danish and English Immi-
grant., and the children of the same
races born and raised in Utah, together
with several American families All
are members of the Latter-da- y Church,
with the exception of one or two fam-
ilies who never Joined the church, and
two who have left it. All live in
harmony : and good will, the latter
receiving neither persecution norinsult;
When the town was tirst established,
by the counccl of the head authorities,
three oT tho best.men in theconraiunity
were chosen by the people tq manage
and control the settlement. Those men
are designated tbe Bishop and his coun-
selors. Their instructions were to act
a fathers, counselors, and Instructors
to the people under their charge; to
urge them to habits of order industry
and frugality, and to instruct them in
the principles of their relisioa. . To my
own knowledge they have errnestly and
faithfully performed their duties. To
further assist their Bishopric, a number
of the best men are selected to visit
each family each man has a special
block under his charge for the purpose
of seeing to the welfare of each and
imparting spiritual and. secular advice.
It is sometninir ion the same principle
that an Eplscopaliaa rector eends his
curate to visit his parishioners, only
the basis la wider and more comp-
rehensive. These men - are termed
teachers, . and these are they of whom
so much nonsense has been written,
terming them "Damltes" and "Destroy-
ing Angels.", These simple yeomeq
destroy only the gophers and weeds ia
their admirably-cultivate- d grain fields:
A ariculture Is thir main occupation.
They flourish at It. i

All disputos and differences are sett?
led by these teachers through, arbitra
tion.
