Tho Civil Riehts Bill.

Various propositions requiringunanimous consent were made by
many members, but Butler (Mass.)insisted on tbe regular order,whichwas on the present consideration of
his motion to reconsider the vote of
last session, by which the civil
rights bill was referred to the judi-
ciary committee; the vote resulted
yeas 147, nay M, ud the

was then carried, 151 to
83. A special order having been
assigned for one o'clock to-da- y,

Hawley (111.) who had charge of
the. bill, said he didn't want it to
stand in the way of the civil rights
bill, and asked that it be postponedtill Wednesday next.

Dawes objected, as all lbs appro-
priation bills and taxes must be
considered before that time, also
the tax and tariff billn, if they were
considered at all. It was then
agreed to put over the special order,
which was the Hennepin canal
bill, until the day after the civil
rights bill was disposed of.

Butlet then withdrew his motion
to reconsider the vote referring the
civil rights bill to the judiciary
committee, and the question was
then upon order! no 4o
engrossed for the third reading.
Butler asked if the previous ques-
tion could be seconded to-d-ay un-
der the new rule, and the Speaker
replying that it could, but only bya two-thir- ds vote, Butler announc-
ed his proposed management of the
bllL He would first yield to a mo-
tion to substitute the Senate for the
House blll.and then yield to White
(Ala.) to offer a substitute, then
yield to .a motion to amend by
striking out all relating to schools,
and in this way all shades of repub-
lican opinion might have their
ideas voted upon. This programme
was ' carried out, and Butler then
gave notice that he would let the
debate run all day, or as long as the
House chose to sit, dividing the
time equally between the friends
and opponents of the bill, and
would move the previous questionat 1 o'clock w.

'Butler, in the coarse of his re-

marks alluded to a portion of the
Southern people as robbers and as
sassins, a remark which McLean,of
Texas resented. .Butler explainedthat he only meant that portion
who rode around the country mask-
ed, killing andpluadering negroes.
McLean made asotto voce remark,
that Butler was the only murderer
on the floor, and that he knew that
be hanged a man in New Orleans.
Half an hour was then consumed
in a wrangle over the matter, re-

sulting in calling both. Butler and
McLean to order, and a general re-

traction of unparliamentary lan-
guage. . .
