out Salt Lake, had that stream con-
talned flsh: that he never saw a city
more hospitable toward' old soldiers:
and that it was like taking a drink
from the fountain of youth to again
meet and mingle with soldier com-
rades of long ago, Joe Anson returned-
last night from the national encamyr-
ment of the ¢+, A. R.. With him came
Treeman Ladd, General Goodbroad, of
Unijon, and Samuel Puvcel.

On the train with these local men
Jast evening came the entire Oregon
delegation of 200 veterans. All were
in fine conditlon and looked refresh-
¢d  rather than wearied from their
long trip.

Mr. Anson sald that when the pa-
yade started in Salt Lake it taxed the
Oregon veterans to the utmost to re-
main loyal to their department in-
stead of going back to their old reg-
iments and marching with old time
comrades.’  About 150 stayed \ with
their new comrades of the Oregon
dapartment.

It was a mnoticeable feature of the
parade that the generals and other
offlcers of high rank were few. The
generals of war times were of course
older than the soldiers of the ranks
and therefore have passed on, somg
many, and some a few years ago.

PLUNEERS FILE
~ THEIR ANSWER

Journeymen Demur to Complaint
-Of Masters and Ask Dis-
~ missal of Action.

CHARGE ILLEGAL COMBINE.

Say Boycott is Enforced Against Mem-
Lers of Union Who Are Unable
To Get Work.

\_

In an answer filed yesterday by the
20 Jonrneymen plumbers named in the
suit filed a few days ago by the Wil
lees Plumbing company, the Master
Plumbers' association is charged with
having formed an unlawful combina-
tion in Utah, stifling competition and
charging extortionate prices for work.
The Will Rees Plumbing company
charges the plumbers, who went out on
atrike, with interfering with the com-
pany’s work and asked that an in-

junction be issued against them. The
men  named in the ~complaint are:
Ralph Evans, Charles F. Cromar, Wil-
liam Latey, Parley Burt, J. J, O'Con-
nor, John £, Higham, J. D, McAllister,
Luke Dolan, James Gray, Iarl Grit-
ton,  Herbert  Cromar, James Clark,
Otto Osbridge, Charles Arnup, Stephen
Dangerfleld,  Heber Jarman, Albert
Simpson, Charles Heesch, Jr., Stephen
Stanford, Willlam Covey, John David-
gon, David Hurd, Roscoe Anderson,
Albert  Green, Arthur Burrows, Frank
Witsgon, John Walsh, Rodney ‘David-
son and Willle Duncan. y
Phe ' plumbery have combined their
suits and will fight the Master Plumb-
ors' asociation, In the answer there
is a general demurrer to the complaint
asking that it be dismissed. The Will
Rees company, it is charged in the
answer, entered  into an agrecement
with the other plumbers in the state
and especially Salt Lake City to drive
out the small plumber and ruin com-
petition. © This pool was further or-
ganized, it s alleged, to fix prices on
plumbing and heating materials and to
prevent ‘thopse who are not members of
the assoclation from opening shops in
Salt Lake. Mhe answer sets forth that
this combination is fllegal and that the
public is deprived of the general bene-
fits of competition and independent
service,

The « Master Plumbers are also
charged with having entered into an
agreement with the Crane company
and the Joseph Nelson Supply com-
pany, the two companies which handle
most of the plumbing and heating ma-
tarials shipped into Salt Lake, not to
sell material “to anybody outside of
the combination. 1In this manner, it is
caid, that the master plumbers control
the situation, raising the 'prices on
material whenever they choose.

The association of master plumbers
has also entered into an agreement, it
i{s charged, to refuse employment to
the members of local union No.' 19,
United  Assoclation of = Journeymen
Plumbers, Gas and Steam Fitters of
the  United - States 'and = Canada; of
which the defendants are members. In
some cases the men have found work,
but they have been discharged owing
to the threats and boycott established
by -the master plumbers, 'The strike
was called because the master plumbers
refused to Increase the wages of the
union men from $5.20 to $6 a. day.
