Tho Indian Problem.

That umltr certain circumstan-
ces, and with certain tribes, habits
of industry aud thrift may be culti-
vated, Mr. Lewis Morgan, iu a let-

ter to the Ni-- York A'alien, has
just giveu convincing evidence, in
the case of an American citizen
who has established an Indian set-
tlement of six hundred persons on
a otnall island near the Sault St.
Marie. This adveuturer com-
menced the experiment some twen-
ty years ago, teaching the' Indians
to preserve aud put up wild rasp-
berries, which grew in profusion in
the neighborhood. Then he taught
them to make hickory boat-knee- s,

and encouraged them in the man-
ufacture of toys, fans, carved knick-knack- s,

and other fancy articles in
general request By degrees tbe
Indians acquired ateady habits and
learned to ai preciate the rewards of
industry. The white man aoted as
their factor, aud supplied all their
needs from a store which he kut.
Whiskey was rigorously excluded
from thesettlement,ud asarulethe
Indians took theirpay in goods in-
stead of money. In the-cotof- se of
time the village grew to resemble
an ordinary white hamteti ' The
Indians built themselves neat' cot-

tages, which they furnished' In ' a
civilized fashion with tables) and
Chairs and beds. They learned to
eat their meals off the tables-- , and
to use knives and forks. ' Their
children were sent to school; there
was no crime among them;1 awl
perhaps the only points of dftrer-enc- e

between this and ordinary vlr-Isg- es

was that it had no whiskey
shops, and no Jail. According- - to
Mr. Morgan this Indian settlement
is still flourishing, hod,' so far 'as
that little oommnniry is concerned,
the problem of Indian civilization
may be regarded as solved. '

If we ea beaiti 16 havehad any
thcrhm policy at all'lrrtrte past, it
has been a barbaric, dim soft of ex-

pectation that the native tribes
would bo speedily extinguished
and that so- the problem would
solve itself. 1 Certainly we have
done what in us lay to fulfil this
expectation, and perhaps tim Indi-
an would ; have been extinct before
this had not our choicest thieves
contrived to keep him alive for the
perennial plunder he afforded. It
is to be hoped', however, that a riew
leaf is to bo turned over as! soon as
the present Sioux war-I-s brought to
a i termination, and 'that for the
first time a serious-an- d 'organized
effort will be-tnad- to helpthe In-
dians to civilization. Most think-
ing nien long since carne-- tosthe
cenelasion that it would' be much
cheaper- - t teach than to fight
them, and we expect that this Con
viatien will be - forced ; upon : ttre
country generally before the'rMoux
are driven frorti the war path.
