EXCITIXH EXPERIENCES.

Mobbing In SontU Carolina of "Jlor-moo- "

Elders.

A private letter dated Clifton,
Spartanburg County, South Caroli-
na, from Elder D. T. Le Baron,
now laboring as a missionary in
South Carolina, addressed to rel-
atives in Santaquln, Utah, gives
the following account of the violent
treatment inflicted upon him and
his companion by a mob:

"It occurred March 2S. Elder H.S. Tanner of Payson and myself
were stai Ing for the night with a
Brother John Gordon. About 9 p.m.
we heard a noise outsideand Brother
Gordon went out and found a man
standing by the house. They talked
awhile, when the stranger proposed
going Into thu house to warm.
Brother Gordon took him. He actedvery strangely and told of his

in Ku Klux times how he
had been obliged to go Into Texas to
keep out of the reach of the officers,
etc. We did not like lib appearance
nor actions. While he was In the
house someone w histled outsideand
he left and w e began to prepare to go
to bed. We had got nearly through
family prayers, when there were
kicks against the two doors and al-
most immediately the front door
was burst In. Brother Gordon rushed
to Uie door, but was instantly
stopped by several pistols being
shoved in his face and the "Mor- -
mon" p'reachcrs were ordered to
come out There were about a
dozen men wearing slouched hats
and with blackened faces. Half of
them were armed with rbtcls and
the others with sticks and clubs.

"Pistols In the hands of des jcrate
fools were argument) we could not
disregard, so we did just as n o were
commanded and were hurriedly
marched about a quarter of a mile
into me forest where there were
others waiting to take part in the
exercises. He; we were told to
halt and undress; We did take off
our coats lut decided that wo would
go no Turther In tliat matter unless
compelled to. We were told Uiat
they were going to whip us and
compel us to leave the countri; that
this country belonged to them; they
had just the kind of preachers that
suited them and did not want any
of our doctrine. When they would
ask any decent questions we would
attempt to renlv. but our nnw
would condemn them. Then with
terrible oaths they would shoe the
phjols in our faces and order us to
"shut up." I never listened to more
vulgar, low down talk. We were
finally toll that We could have
twenti four hours to get out of the
country, and to skip livelr, which
we were glad to" do. Some of them
follow ed dose behind for a ways,
striking us i lth sticks and when we
got out of reach of sticks they threw
stones at us then Ered their pistols
and yelled. .

"Brother Gordon, being a dtlzen
of this country, felt so aggrieved at
the manner in which his home had
been broken Into, etc, that he went
to Gaffney and consulted an attor-
ney In regard to the matter, and was
advised to bring action against the
criminals. In the meantime we
Elders bad got severaPmllcs away,
fco Brother Gordon and Brother
Blackwood (who was interested
with him) sent word to me to meet
them and their lawyer at GatTney
on a certain day to counsel thtm
what to do. Elders II. S Tanner,
iteeve and I Went and held two or
three hours' consultation with them.
I explained to theattornei our busi-
ness in this country, and how the
Eldtrs and Saints have suOered
violence in times past by lawless
men but could never have their
wrongs redressed nor receive pro-
tection under thu constitution and
laws of our country, because of the
deep prejudice exi'ting among the
people of this nation, etc. I aUo
told hint he would bring coals uion
his oWn head if he took up our
cause and that to start out and fail
would add to the fury of our ene-
mies, besides encouragimr. them in
their lawlessness. Ue informed u.
that ho would show usand the peo-
ple here that there was one man w bo
dared and irouW see that the "Mo-
rmons'" right" thould be respected
in South Carolina. .

"Tlie ei es of the people were now
upon us to see if we would run
away lu a cowardly manner or
stand up for our right. The attor-
ney .said he knew our people, had
been treated shamefully in the
last and it was time that
some of our enemies were made
to feel the rigor of the law. lie
knew a good, solid, unprejudiced
Justice of the peaco before whom he
would bring the case, anl insure
success if we would advance $10 to
defray his expense in starting the
case for us We,flnally acceptctl his
proposition with tbe understanding
that ho and Brother Blackwood
should visit the justice of tlie peace
on the following day with the aff-
idavits vte- - projwrly made out. Tbe
latter part he performed, but did not
visit the Justice of tlie peace him-
self. He got Brothers Gordon and
Blackwood to take the papers.

"This justice of the peace it seems
belonged to the Baptist Church and
saw some names of his brethren as
defendants in the case and quite a
furore among the good Christians
was the consequence. Whilst hesi-
tating between duty and Ioe for
fellow church members tlio wife of
the justice of tho peace suddenly
died and he returned the papers to
Brother Gordon. So ended his part
in the drama.

"We elders had to keep iltaded
while tills was goiug on and could
not take part In the matter. Tills,
as we expected, emboldened the
mob and they made another raid in
search of Elders at Brother Black-
wood's, but didn't find any. It
was night, and Brother Gordon,
hearing them, started across the
road to Brother Blackwood's, and
was shot at twice by the mob. Both
of these brethren have since left the
State, and we have changed our
quarters l"! miles from where we
were.

'The affair seems to have settled
down and we arc going on with our
usual labors. I believe what has
transpired will result in good nnd be
the means of causing a reaction in
our fa or among a great many.

A H.E BUSINESS.

In Enterprise That Is Hiking It
self Fell.

About three years ago tlie Bur-
ton Gardner Company started busi-

ness in this city. Its lines then
were sewing machines, combination
fence, wire mattresses etc Trade
rapidly Increased, and last August
the company launched out with a
lumberyard. Now a new saw and
planing mill has been I laced in, and
tho company has the largest grounds
of any similar organization In town.
At the corner of Eighth South Street
aud the State Road, two and a lialf
acres are completely occupied in tlio
iHislnt-s- aud over oO men and S
teams arc employed. Four fence ma-

chines arc In constant operation to
meet tlie demands for the combina-
tion fence, both city and farm. Dur-

ing the past three months over ')

worth of fencing alone has been
sold.

Last fall a biick build-
ing 49x60 feet was built for the mat-
tress factory, and now a portion of
it will have to be removed to the
twostory building, 40x110 feet,
which has just been erected. In
the wire mattress department six
machines are steadily working, and
a vast quantity of mattresses Is man-
ufactured weekly. Theyarecomlng
into such general use that at this
rate the compani has to look sharp
to fill its orders.

In the planing and saw mill the
most modern machinery Is being
put In place, and will be In full
operation in a few days. Hash,
doors, moulding, rustic, and every-
thing necessary in woodwork for
building will be furnished.
