His mind bad
been led in this direction from recently
bearing of the death of the last of the
three witnesses to the Book of Mor
mon, and had caused him to reflect
upon the experiences of tho.se men to
whom had boen given tho privilege of
crazing upon-the- . sacred records that
have come to the people as the Book of
Mormon. These witnesses were pos
sessed of tntorinatioa such as
tew men receive; and of priv- -
lezes that few men. enjoy: chosen
of God as SDec'.at witnesses for the pur
pose; permitted to gaze ou the records
as they were wnen onginany secreted;
they had the privilege of hearingjthe
voice of heavenly beings, and com-mani- as

with those who had gone be
fore to the eternal worlds. The thought
of all this caused the speaaer to re
fleet on the fate of those who denied
the truth, as spoken of by Paul. The
human family are liable to form and
cling to opinions that are not always
proper, and sometimes put a too lim
ited construction on the language of
those who spake by the Holy Ghost.
Throush this they imagine that many
are under the condemnation spoKea of
when thev really are not: they may be
In a position of doubt, never having
fully comprehended the import of the
obligations they have - taken upon
themselves, yet they are In a far differ
ent position to toose , wno iui:y res
llzed the importance of the step they
were taking. .?

There are probably many who
have fallen away, who have never
received the testimony of the truth
because their conduct was not snch as
to entitle them to that testimony; they
may have lacked that laith necessary
to receive those witnesses ana to es
tablish them on the rock ot truth
although their reason had been con
vlnced; they may have received the
right to the blessings of the Holy
Ghost, and yet ' never have seen or
heard the gifts of that Spirit, and
known.the divinity of the source; or
not have received the dreams and the
visions that were characteristic of the
work of God ; they have received of the
ordinances, bat have not heard the
voice of revelation. Going on in this
careless way something has come to
turn them aside; thev remain a, ooi
for a number of years, possessed of no
animus toward their former friends,
and are even kind and considerate to
toem. By and by there comes a change
in their position: thev are awakened
from their stupor, and the Spirit of the
Lord begins to wora upon tnem, ana
they start oat anew to receive the
witness that seemingly naa. Been de-
nied them. Finally through the faith
they manifest they receive fie testi-
mony of the Holy Ghost. Others may
hare been severed from the Cbutch for
a failure to comply with requirements
made of them, yet the spirit of which
they partook remained with them,
m a . degree, and, they, do
not become embittered agakstthe truth. It cannot be said
that these come fully un ier the condi-
tions stated ry faul, f or- - experiencehas shown that it is not impossible for
them to repent and turn again to the
truth.

There are others wh) have received
the heavenly visions, who have, turned
aside and have found tliernsdv-- S shorn
of , the . Holy Spirit, and be-
come . enemies to that faith
which was formerly dearer than
their lives, and which they sub-
sequently sought to overthrow. For
theses the Father holds in His own
hands a righteous Judgment. In con-

sidering this matter there Is the ex- -
ample and fate of him who betrayed
his Master; a chosen one whose heart
became so embittered that for a few
pence be sold his Master') 1 fe, aud
showed himsell at heart a murderer.
In this age there are men who have de-
nounced the Gospel, yet wio have
humbly turned to make amends for
the wrongs of hica they were eu'lty;but there are others. who, like Judas,
go to their deaths in the bonds of bit-
terness, rejoicing in the sufferings of
those whom they once loved, and in
the warfare against truth.

Reflection on the position in which
the three . witnesses; .of the Rook
of Mormon placed . themselves
causes wonderment as to how
our Father will deal with them. Ills
voice bad declared to them precious
things, and be gave to them great
privileges. Amidst the hatred of their
iellowmen they wandered from the

ata in which they started to move,5 hey remained away from the work ot
God, and became personally enraged
agaiust the Prophet, who was the llrst
witness, and whom they looked upon
as not giving sutllcient honor unto
them, lbey turned and became
silent in proclaiming the Gos-
pel, and hedged up .the way
of the Prophet as far as they
could. Yet they tarned not aside from
their witness to the Book of Mormon,
and stood aa monuments of truth,
faithful unto death to that testimony.
There seemed a purpose In the with-
drawal of these men personally from
the association of the Church, and ia
their becoming silent in the labor of
spreading the Gospel. Toat purpose
was to leave the hnmaa family without
excuse, and destroy all gronnd for the
charge of collusion to deceive. These
witnesses became alienated from and
Jealous of him who bad received the
confidence ot the Saints; yet they
maintained their testimony, whenever
it was necessary, to the Book of Mor-
mon.
- When the Prophet sealed his testi-

mony by the sacrifice of his own life,aud the people atarted west,one of them desired to occupy
a humble place - among . them.
Returning to get his family to share
the exile of the Saints, he died,
bearing his testimony with his latest
breath firm as a rock regarding his
witness of the Book cf Mormon and
the renewal of the covenant of the
Gospel. Thus did Oliver Cowdery end
his days; returning to the fold from
which he had tamed for a season in
coldness. The next witness, In the last
days of bis life, came among the Saints,
broken in health, and nearing his mor-
tal end, yet be bore the same testimony
unfalteringly to the death; be claspedto his breast the sacred record the di-
vine orgia of which bad been made
known to him by the Lord.aad yielded
up bis life. Whenever he was spokento on the subject, his reply would
come in such a manner that his bones
ty, fidelity and faithfulness could not
be.doubted. He was a stranger to the
Church for years; yet la that estrange-ment he was steadfast to bis original
testimony.Last or the three was David Whit-
mer, who wa esteemed by- - his ac
qualntaaces as a man of integrity and
honor; in his last moments, he reas-
serted bis testimony regarding the
book. The only one of the specialwitness who stood aloof from
the great Gospel work,' and dyingwithont the fold, yet in life and death
be was faithful to hU special testl
Diony.'

Will the role of the apostle apply to
theae men?

ST. VALENTINE'S DAY.

The origin of the anniversary which is
signalized by the sending ef anonymous
messages of an amorous character, Is
lost in the obscurity of Pagan times,

.while Christianity, or that form of it
which prevailed in the third century,
was gradually subduing the Paganism
of Italy to its sway. Probably the most
reliable account of the origin of the
day is substantially as follows: .

Prior to the Christian era, the Pag-
ans of certain portions of Europe, at a
stated seasoD of the year, celebrated a
festival, the leading feature of which
was the selection, by unmarried men,
of wives, by means of a matrimonial
lottery, in which chance was the match
maker, fn the third century a pious and
zealous 'priest named St. Valentine
was martyred at Rome by being beaten
and beheaded. The day set apart
for signalizing his memory happened
to fall at or near the time of the pagan
festival of the matrimonial lottery,
and the missionaries ol the Church,
unable to entirely nproot the custom
from among their pagan converts,
sought to fchange the nature of the
exercises.. Instead of having the young
men choose wives by lot, the priest
prevailed upon them, to choose from
among the deceased worthies of the
church who had been canonized, a pat-
ron saint for the ensuing year .v This
substitution of patron saints far birds,
in the manner of celebrat-
ing f an . ? ancient and deeply
seated Pagan festival aad anniversary
was never thoroughly accomplished by
the priests; but the name of St. Val-

entine came to be given to the day on
which the ceremonies of mating took
place. Thus the only connection which
the pious and venerated St. Valentine
has with the anniversary that bears his
name, la the fact that his mariyrdom
was signalized on or about the day on
which the Pagan festival of choosing
wives by chance occurred.

In a manner which Is not fully ex-

plained, the custom of sending loving
. missives in the middle of February
spread with the docti ines of the church,
and, for centuries J has prevailed
throughout Europe. As a poetic sup- -

- port of the custom, Jt is often asserted
that birds choose their mates on or
about St. Valentine's day; but the In-

vestigations of naturalists by no
means fully substantiate this hypothe-
sis.' The custom probably owes its
gteat longevity more to the efforts of
poets to keep it alive, than to any
ether one cause, for it has been a fa-

vorite theme with them since the rise
of literature la the Christian era. In
fact the earliest poeU seem to have
mentioned St. Valentine's day most
frequently, though Shakspeare has re-

peated reference tq it. f
: - ,

love. Is one which a certain class
of young men, whose infatuation ex
ceeds their courage, have ever been
ready, in all ages and countries, at
least of our era, to take advantage of.
