The Indian Farm. A gentleman
down from the "north couutree," ho
recently visited the Indian village
known as Washakie, on the Bear
River, gives us some interesting items
concerning the dusky colony.

There are now from 2.V) to :ioo Indi-
ans in the colouy, most of wtioiu are as
yet living in their lodges, though a
number of houses have been erected,
and they are making fair advancement
in the adoption of civilized habits. A

g od many more houses are to be
erected this year, and the placa will
then compare favorably with other
Villages iu appearance.

The school, which for some thrte
years past bast conducted there by
Brother J. J. Ohandler, has been well
attended by the Indian children, who
have generally made excellent progress
in their studies. They excel in tli
matter of penmanship, as proof of
which we were shown a really tine
Specimen, executed in the SpeDcerian
Style by an Indian boy who hid only
attended school one quarter. .Not one
school teacher in ten, so far as our ob-

servation lias extended, can write so
well .

The Indians have all their small grain
sown about 27J acres and are now
busily engaged In clearing out their
water ditches and repairing the canal,
in which they own capital stock to the
amount of $8,000, and which has for its
source a large spring near Samaria, in
Malad Valley. This canal also sup-
plies watei to the people of Poitage.
- The Indians purpose devoting more
attention to stock-raisin- g than to nraiu
culture, and do not care to raise much
more of the cereals than they require
tor their own consumption. They al-

ready have 1,500 head of sheep of their
own, aud herd 2,000 belonging to
others, on shares. They also have
4uite a large band of horses, which
they are gradually grading up by cross-
ing with French and Morgan stallions,
three of which they keep for that pur-
pose. Of horned stock they have kept
but few heretofore, having only one
cow to each family, but they expect to
raise them more extensively hereafter.

Whatever property they have they
own "m common, and really set an ex-

ample to while people in thy amicable
manner in which they manage their af-

fairs. They are temperate and Indus-
trious, and have forsaxen almost en-

tirely their nomadic habits, reinainiug
on tne farm throughout the year. In-

deed, the condition and general de-

portment of the Washakie colony re-

flect great credit not only upou the In-

dians themselves, but especially upou
those who have been called to labor
among them as missionaries, and upon
the authorities of the Church aud of
Box Elder Stake, who have taken such
an interest in looking after th3 welfare
of their Lamauite brethren.
