Butte Mon Jan 11 Patrick A Lar
gey president of the State Savings
bank and one of the best known citi-
zens of Unite was shot and killed In
the bank building about I oclock this
afternoon by Thomas J Riley

Hlley entered the bank five or ten
minutes before committing the blody
act He called Largey to the cashiers
window and the two talked for five
minutes or more Thy were convers-
ing In ordinary tones and there was
nothing to Indicate that their talk was
otherwise than friendly

Suddenly Kllcy drew ajjcun and shot
through the window at Largvyr The
bullet struck the letter In the left arm
and shattered the bone Largey stooped
down and had he continued In that
position he might have escaped with
his life as he was protected by tile-

counter However he rose partly and
as he did so ItIley fired a second shot
The bullet truck Mr Largey squarely
In the forehead and he fell over on the
floor dead

The murderer started for tho front
door on Park street and 1 he Passed
the tellers window he took n shot nt
those behind the railing The bullet
narrowlyI missed Frank Holmes one of
the clerks dug a hole In his desk and
went through a glass In one ul the win
dowel on the Main street side of the
building Hlley then tu hed out of the
Park street door thrusting Ills pistol
Into Ills pocket as he did so
