Thinking you and your numerous
readers and the Latter-da- y Saints in
general, would like to hear from this
part of the country, I pen you a short
ttccou ut of the country and people here
In Lgin.

We have a good country here, situ
ated on the north side of the north
fork of Snake River, a'oat eight miles
trom Rexburg and 24 miles from Mar
ket Lake, ou the line of the Utah
Northern railway. The soil is a sandy
loam, and we can raise almost every-
thing that, can be raised in Salt Lake
Vallev. We have a good meeting house
80 x 18 feet, in which Sunday and day
schools are held, with a good average
attendance.

We have also s Yonng Men's and
Young Ladies' Improvement Associa-
tion organized, and also Primary and
Kelief Societies, and I must say the
Inhabitants of this vicinity are pretty
good people, although not as united as
they might be ; but I believe they have
a desire to do better and keep the laws
of 'Jod let come what may.

There Is plentv of good land here for
parties contemplating making homes
for themselves, and plenty of water for
work, and I should advise all parties
who want a home to come and see us
and judge for themselves. We want
plenty of good Latter-da- y Saints here.

A saw mill is in contemplation, also
a boom ; but a provision and dry goodsstore is sorely needed.

SOAP.
Amontrthe almost forgotten thinsrs

once to be tound in every dooryard of
tuis region, was tne irreat ugly lye-leac- h,

the receptacle for the wood
ashes, ere coal and railroads canie to
our doors and merchants were to be
found on nearly every street.

That was the pood housewife, then,
who with forethought and ecouoiuy
prepared for the inevitable wash, and
knew how to manipulate every scrap
oi iai ana make it intD candles or soap,
or both.

What a marvelous exoerienc this
appeared lo be to our European wives
aud housekeepers, and how anxiously
mey wouin watch the dripping lye ior
fear any of ita precious diops should
fall aQd waste; then as to the blending
of material, how inexperience trem- -
rued lest me soap samild not corae.ana
now the spirits and wifely reputationwould both swell when ''soft soap"aud hard would repay th lar from
pleasant Job.

There were earnest workers then in
the indispensable duties of home
manufacture, and individual after in --

dividval, with more or le9s chemical
understanding, would essay to enter
extensively into the production of im-

proved and improving soap.The old Englishman, Mr. Win. Fos-
ter, and the better educated Dr.
France, were amonjr the pioneers of
this important business, and iuemor
can look back upon their crude but
patient labors with much interest and
not a little mirth. Oh how those baby
bars of soap would turn and twist and
shrivel and dry if left awhile upon the
shelf, the poet no doubt had some such
thing in his iniid when he coined the
phraseology of "Smaller by Degress
and Beautifully less." Yet progress
was wonderfully slow, fat was very
scarce, some firewoods made but little
lye, and if the stores imported soap or
sapouiher, the former was some sixty
cents a bar, aud the latter ouly a dollar
a box. It was surely a fearlul struggle
then to advance from godliuess to
cleanliness, if the broverb is true that
the one is next in value to the other.

Who of the then citizens forgets the
rapture of the Englishwoman and tue
amazement of the Western one, when
the army imported or brought with
them those magnificent bars of savon
that seemed worth their weight in gohl,
and how if one by good chance reached
a household it was kept for the "bet-
ter things," stored most likely where
no curious or sacrilegious hand could
hud or use it.

Tne railioad'alone beg"au to half sat-
isfy the demand, and then for some
time at the rate of one and ilually two
bars for a quarter. And so the old
famine and scarcity bides o ily in the
memory, for every village store now
carries its quota of soap, and the larg-
er establishments bring by car loads
from atar at bed rocK prices, this
cleansing benefactor of the great uu
washed.

In the interval of years, population
has been multiplied, wealth has ac
cumulated, cattle from "a thousand
hills." are annually slain for food.
fatty material accumulates, aud the oft
repeated admonition ot self suste-
nance, rinds more enterprising and in-

telligent response, (not more devoted
or persistent probably ) but the times
have changed, and the Nineteenth
Ward Soap Factory of this city, iu its
organization only voiced orticial and
private desire when they attempted to

at all events utilize the local materi
al. Our irrespressible citizeu Henry
Js'uell, made a trip to Germany and
other nations in search of such infor
mation as might conduce to success in
an individual enterprise, and finally
succeeded in placing upon the market
desirable goods, and in such an attrac
live style too, that home made soap
became important and more tully com
petitive than at any previous time.
Eastern manufacturers become bent
apparently on crushing out this stru
giiug industry, and the market was
glutted wuh stock, which vas for a
lime sohi away below cost, involving
tor a time, tlie suspension oi tne home
supply.
Mv..uusolidatiou of the two factories
gave new lile to the business, what lit
tie rivalry existed was extinguished,
professional ability and experience was
consolidated, difficulties seem to have
been surmounted, and permanency may
now surely be predicted for this branch
of desirable manufacture.

Our merchants carry these goods,
they claim for the same the pstrbuage
of the peojrrer- - which, if generously
given will help to enlarge the supply ;

and if In the demand some material
should be imported, the full exclusion
from our Territory of an article manu-
factured elsewhere, will surely add to
the general wealth, by rinding labor for
our own people, and a market ior our
own productions. 11. V. Naisitt, tn
