To show what It could
do Mr. Williams knitted there and
then a gentleman's sock, whloh
was commenced and finished with
in the remarkably short space of
nineteen minutes, including set-

ting. In fact it seemed to grind
out the article as if by magio and
in such a way as to make indus
trious house-wive-s grow impatient
in providing stockings by the ordi
nary alow process by hand. Unlike
other knitters this machine finishes
the sock complete,; heel and all,with the exception of a small space
a short distance . above the toe,
which can be sewed up "With the
needle in a few moments, in such a
way as to be unobservable, and the
article Is strong And shapely with.
al, being to all appearances equal
to the hand knitted socks. It may
be stated that Mr. Williams ac
complished the feat mentioned
with but little practice on the ma
chine, which he only recently re-

ceived, showing that the same
amount of work could be done in
probably one half the time by a
practised hand. .

The chief virtue of this new knit
ter is its extreme simplicity, and
the facility with which people can
learn to operate it. Besides stock
ings of various sizes it is capable df
knitting with equal facility, a host
of other things of a useful charac
ter. The machines range in price
from $20 to $35, according to capa
city.
