The nortlieattem portion of the
city is practically without protection
against fire. This is no fault of
Chief Engineer Stanton nor the
force under his command. They
arejust as ready and willing to rush
to the aid of people in that section

I whose property is endangered by the
devouring clement as to give assist-
ance to the citlrcus I11 any other
locality. The absence of protection
proceeds from the laik of water. In
the district indicated there is scarce-
ly any force, as it is expended by
overdraught upon the supply in the
pipes. It is a fact that needs no
argument to sustain it that in the
work of tubdiiinga fire tbo force of
a stream does more execution than
the water itself. When it Is un.

that not only tan
lij copious stream be obtained
in the locality indicated, but there
is practically no forte connected
with what amount of water there is,
what the predicament of thepeople
would be in in the event of a serious
tire can readily be comprehended.

Some of the people living In the
northeastern part of the city are
evtn badly olffor water fur ordinary
puric", particularly toward the
east jart or the bench land. Many
who have had the waterworks sys-
tem Introduced to their premises,
receive but little water, being able
to secure perhaps .a thread-lik-

stream durlug a small portion of the
twenty-fou- r hours.

The water from the upper system
is most of the timo txceedingly
impure, being unfit for drinking
without being strained or run
through a filter. This is readily
observed by running a mantity
into a glass vessel and holding it in
the light. Numbers of particles of
vegetable matter can be seen float-
ing in it, and occasionally animal- -
cuLn. It is probable that this impure
condition is the result of the tanks
not being cleaned out as frequently
as they diould be and on account of
the w atcr in them being kept low. So
far as it may rciate to the former
cause, thccxil can be speedily rem-
edied.

The promises of the jarty in
Jiower, in relation to water supply,
during the camnaign which pre-
ceded the Iat city election, have
not begun to be fulfilled. They
have extended the mains without
increasing, the supply thus only
drawing ujon the system already
exi'ting. This has improved the
situation but little, having dimin-
ished in many instances the supply
already possessed by citizens in
diflerent localities, and giving to
these for who-- e benefit the mains
have been laid at later datts but a
limited and unsatisfactory quanti-
ty.

What is wanted Is an increased
reservation upon which to draw. It
requires but little executive ability
to draw upon sources already ex-
isting. Meanwhile water, precious
water, is ruuuiug to waste by mil- -
lions of tons daily. Stej should be-
taken not only to increase the sup-
ply in districts now having an

service, but to enlarge
the works to such an extent that
the uplauds may be reached. This
would cause the sections thii newly
embraced by a water system to be
built up and populated, yielding
theirquota of revenue to help u

the commonwealth. All the
land within the corporate limits
should be brought into active use,
otherwise it is like stagnant and
thtrtfore unprofitable stock, making
no beneficial rtturns.

MIADE FOK STOCK.

A COMMITTOU lo the Xotionat
Slcclmmi writes.

Shelter for farm stock in summer is
as agreeable to them as in winter, and
doubtless of as much value to the
owner. It is cruelty to animals to
leave them in fields exposed to the
fierce rays of the sun without either
shelter tor shade, as many do. The
shade of trees is little protection.
Eterybody has seen horses and cattle
stand for hours in the middle ot the
day in somo fence corner or under a
tree, stamping and lighting riles. This
wears off as much flesh as work.
Sheep will lie aboat fences and stick
their noses under a rait if possi-
ble. Farmers cannot build barns
or sheds in every field for protec-
tion of animals but they can take
them to their usual stalls and confine
them there through the heat of the
day. Kven if tbey had no feed there
they would do better than to remain
out. It is commendable in a farmer
whom I know who brings all his stock
in e ery warm,snnny day, at 9 o'clock
and darkens the stables to keep the
flics out, aud then turns them out
again at 4 o'cloti. At noon he gives
them a bght feed of hay or mown
grass. The cool atmosphere of the
stables and freedom from the annoy-
ance of files must be egrecablo to the
animals indeed. He savs tbo extra
mdk from his six cons moro than
pays for the trouble.

Hut this annot be dono with
sheep. For them there should always
be a shed In the pasture field. This
should be boarded all around and
have a low door at each end, to allow
a draft of air through it. Constructed
jn this mauner It would lo too dark
for flies to bother much. The low
doors would prevent the entrance of
larger animals. Were this dsne there
would be less complaint of grub in
the bead. Let a box of salt be kept
inside the shod, and the sheep would I

come oftcner and remain longer. Such
sheds could be built at liltlo expense. .
Tbc should be on runners, and so
light that otra team could move them
when desired."
