Glenwood, Mills Co., Jan. 1.
The Mormon exodus from Illinois

took place about thirty years ago.
Their prophet, St ,Joe Bmith, had
just been massacred at Rauvoo by

3,450 years ago, did the1 Israelites.
Whon the Mormons irave ud their
homes in Illinois, they turned their
races to we west, ana started with
meir families,' goods and chattels,

here and there; to raise fresh
supplies ef grain .etc. Many of those
Mormons were amongst the earliest
sowers ot western lowa and eastern
Nebraska.

The earliest settlement by white

about four miles north of .the court
ty line. They built themselves
bousee. and because those houses
were rushed up in the twinkling of
an eye, tney called their town
Rushville. i ;

The town however, disappeared
as quickly as it arose, and aU. that
now 'remains of ithb, the earliest
whltejaettlement td the county are
