Record, Too Slow on
Trigger at Last.

DEPUTY SHERIFE DROPS HIM.

Terror of Carbon County Dooks Onee
Too Often for Trouble—
Career of Crime.

(Specinl (oo the “News')

Price, Utah, Aug. 23.—Charles L.
Maxwell, otherwise known as *“Gun-
play' Maxwell; bandit and cattle rus-
tler, who has spent half of his life in
prison, wis killed in a pistol duel hare

this afternoon by Deputy Sheriff 12d-
ward Johnson.  Maxwell  cuwing  here
looking for trouble’ and pulled his
weoeapon first but was too siow on the

trigger.  He received two wounds in the
chest, one bullet passing through his
heart which killed him instantly.

street, and  they walked togzethes
the street toward the lumber
All at once Maxwell recalled un
incident in Goldfield where Johnson
identified him and caused hin somz
trouble in escaping a prison sentence
With an oath Maxwell pulled his re-
volver, ‘Like a flash Johnson whipped
his weapon out of its holster and fired
[rom the hip. As Maxwell sank to the
ground, Johnson fired again, the hullet
plercing his heart. The desperado was
dead hefore anybody eould reach him.

The body was remaoved from  the
street, and a jury forthwith empaneled
by Acting Coroner Nelms. & I'ecess,
however, was  taken until tomorrow
when ad Inquest will be held. Tt {8 he-
lieved that Deputy Sheviff Johnson will
pe exonerated on- the ground of self-
detense.  In faet, some prominent oiti-
zens have suggested that a purse ought
to be given Johnson for ridding the
county of a bad man who has terror-
jzed the community and caused much
expense and jeopardy te life and prop.
orty.
LONG CAREER OF CRIME.

Maxwell came framm the east to Wyo-
ming i yeurs ago. It is suid that his
parents were woell-to-do peopls in. Bos-
ton and that he came west after bhe-
coming  involved, in a saloon hrawl
which ended in the shooting of hig con.
panion, who died. IHe Immediately en-
tered upon 4 career of crime, and be-
came identified with a gang of cattle
thieves, who rode the ranges driving oif
cattle, and gambled on the side.

He followed, this Hfe until the gang
wils broken.up In 1802 and some of (s
members  Kijled. '~ Boon ifterwards ha
wis  convicted of grand larceny 1n
Wyoming and was sentenced to serve
five yvears in the steie prison. He beggn
his séntence on July i, 1803, but was ro-
leased about three years luter by the
board of pardons.  Then he came o
Utah, where he lived on the Uintal
reservalion, 'While in that county hLe
ndrried Ada Shaw of Vernal and they
hard a daughter, who 15 now marrivd
Lo i soldier stationed at Ft. Douglas.

Durving the coal miners’ strike in Cur-
bon county, some years ago, Maxwell
was o special deputy sherlff and acted
as bodyguard of Attorney AMark Braf-
fet, attorney and agent for the Titah
IFuel company. He was fond of the
sport of intimidating the strikers and
running people out of the mining
camps, He was an accomplice in the
attempted bank robbery at Springville
in the summer of 1898, when an em-
ploye of the bank was killed. The rob-
bers were pursued Into the hills and
hoth were wounded, one of them dying
and Maxwell being captured and sen-
tonced to 18 years in the state prison.
IPive years later he assi®led the prison
guards in defeating a jail delivery and

Since that time Maxwell had been

implicated in & number of hold-ups and
robberies: he has to his credit one
stage hold-up and he has passed hund-
reds of 'dollars’ worth of bogus checks,
He escaped prosecution in nearly every
case and was never convicted.

SPY AT GOLDFIELD.

Three years ago he went to Gold-
field, wherc he was employved by the
mine owners as  a spy against | the
strikers there. He jolned the union,
worked in  the nines, attended rche

meetings of the union and then made
nodajly “report to the mine owners.
While he was there he was mixed up in
the murder of Jogeph Smith, a restaur-
ant keeper, and  wag indicted. He
turned state’'s evidence in the case and
wis not prosecuted. Shortly afterward
he returned to Carbon eounty. He cel-
c¢bhrated his return by shooting up the
town of Helper. In July, 1907, he at-
tacked L. C. Reidel, a rallroad man,
fugitive from justice; and together
men  were seriously wounded but re-
covered. Maxwell was discharged after
i hearing and nothing more was done
in the case.

MARITAL EXPERIENCES,

He left Carbon county then and
went to San Franclsco where he mar-
ried Mrs., Bessie Hume under the name
of Seaman, about a year and a half
agn. On  their honeyvmoon, Maxweil
became acquainted with E. R. Burke, a
and a duel ensued with pistols. Both

they rvobbed Mrs, Seaman of  her
jewels,  Nearly all the jewels were re-
coverod later in pawnshops.

Maxwell visited Salt Lake after the
jewelry was vecovered and stopped at
the Wilson hotel. He made o gun-
play in a saloon here and drove all of
the customers otit; but again nothing
was done about ft.
