NO MUTINY ON THE LENA,
Nov, 20.—-Acting Russian
Consul W, Pfotenhauer denies the sto-
ries that there was trouble aboard the
crulger Lena and that she came to this
port in view of a threatened mutiny
while approaching Viadivostok, He gays
that the Lena left San Francigco with
2000 tong of coul aboard, but It was
found to be of poor quality, and strong
head winds, in addition, delayed the
progress of the vesscl. In consequence,
the captailn thought that it swould be
unsafe to continue on to Yokohama,
and steamed for Honolulu, The acting
consul declared that these were the only
reasons for the pppearance of the Lena
here.

Commandant Lyong of the naval sta-

of Santlagoe, Santa Clara and Pinae del
Rio, with a probable attack on the
palace In Havana.

The objeet of the lutter, nccording to
the officlals, appears to be the removal,
posgibly by assagsinution, of President
Palma, The plotters, 1t is polnted out,
are well aware, gince there I8 now no
viee president that the election of Preg-
ident Polma's suceessor would, accord-
ing to the constitution, be in the hunds
of congress, and that the Liberals, with
the help of a few Independents, couid
vontrol both houses,

The government has not revealed its
