9th: Since General
Crook's column turned south to-wfii-da

tho Jilack Hills on the oth
itigt., there has been considerable
h.ardship throngh wet weUherand
liviug on bacon and liaid biead.
mid u good deal of grumbling.

On the 7th it was decided to send
a portion of the pack train ahead
nnder tseort of C1. Mills, with
fifteen men on Hie best hordes of
each conn any of tbe Third Caval
ry, making loO in all. Ijitnt.
Jiti twit., Sv hwatka nnd Craw lord
contpoed the subordinate (dVioei",
with Iiietit. liitbb, of the Fourth
Tnlantiy, thief commissary, Tom
Mojre hi-- f packer, and t'lauk
Ctuurd, Crook's eltief rcvHiiJ the
lat'.er wivs to Pervo 1k11i as guide
and scout, and ou yesterday even-
ing he discovered, through the lain
and leg, without being himself ob-

served, a hostile Sioux village,
consist iug of forty-on- e large lodges,
and a band of several hundred
ponies and a few Amerio-t- hoi sea.
Mills concluded to attempt the at-

tack with his 13U men, without
waiting to send word tw Crook for
reinforcements. JIo fell back a few
inilesjhid his command in a ravine,
and at two o'clock this morning
marched for the village, which was
situated on a little creek, a tributa-
ry of Grand or Owl Creek. Jle
formed on the nottb'side before
daylight, and ordered Lieutenant
Schwatka aud company M to
charge through tho village, while
the rest of the force, dismount-
ed, were to fortn a skirmish line
oa tho other side and pick oil the
Iudians as they came out. The
latter weie completely surprised
and scattered out pell-mel- l, half
naked, returning the fire to fome
extent. Their ponies were effectu-
ally stampeded, but owing to Mill's
srnWll force he only succeeded in
securing the lodges and property
therein, aud about one hundred
and forty ponies. There was an
immense quantity of dried meat,
berries, etc., all that Crook's whole
pack train could carry, and sufll-cie- nt

to postpone the proposed pur-
chase of supplies. There were
wagon loads of robes and savage
spoil of all kiuds, the guerdon of the
Seventh Cavalry, which Custer
used in the Little Horn massacre,
and various articles of wearing ap-

parel, worn on that occasion, were
also captured; a quantity of corn,
stored at the mouth of Powder
River as late as August oth, where
Terry was lired on, was among the
spoils. The whole march and show-lu- g

since Terry and Crook met go
to confirm tho soundness of the
Iatter's views of the enemy's proba-
ble destination and whereabouts,
since leaving their camp on the
lilttle Horn. Lieut.Von Lutwitz of
Company C was seriously wound-
ed in the knee; privates Medley
and Charles Foster of Company li,
Augustus Dorn of Company D, and
Sersieant Glas9 of Company E were
weuuded. and Private Werzel of
Company A was killed in the ac
tion. In the morning about seven
o'clock word had reached Crook, 1

miles back with the main column.
He came forward with selections
from the cavalry, reached Mills at
eleven o'clock. The latter had kept
up a good picket light during the
forenoon. Crook was very much
disappointed because Mills did not
renoit tho discovery last night, as
there was plenty of time to have
got up the entire command, aud so
effectually surrounded the village
that nothing could have escaped.
But the General is also pleased, too,
all thinxa considered. About KM)

vards from tho viJlaee is a little
ravine in which a uanu oi seven
warriors aud lifleen women aud
children were safely lodged in cav
ernous rocks, and it Avas in trying
to them that Mills lost Ins
killed and most of his wounded.

General Crook desired to ?avo the

illicit tender, named r. C Boucner,
dates respectively January 14th and
February ISth, ls"t. Much ammu-
nition and many guns were found
in the lodges, aud all the evidence
is to the ellect that theee Indians
weie preitared for winter. There
were probably l.dOO warriors con
nected with it, and their chief ia
"lloman Nose." formerly of the
Cheyenne agency. It is regretted
that others cf the larger villages
near by were not surprised aud
destroyed; but this atlair demon-
strates the good policy of a fitern
chase after the Indians, even with
the foot soldiers who came in here
to the relief of the cavalry, as the!
part in the play gives them renewed
vigor ana epint.

September 10. Later. There
was a little picket firing through
out lasi night and this morning.
After the command was on the
march a number of Indians came
down on the rear of the column,
but were met with a warm recep-
tion from Captain tSumners' bat-
talion of the Fifth Cavalry,who cov-
ered the enemy in the ravine, kil-
ling several and disabling others.
Private Foster, Company Ft Mad-
den, Company M, and Geo. Clou-tie- r,

Company I, were wounded.
The command marched fifteen
miles, to-da- y, toward the Hills,
bringing the entire tick and woun-
ded on twelve litters.

Chicago, lti. General Sheridan
telegraphs from Fort Laramie to
the military headquarters here a
dispatch which he received from
General Crook, detailing hia move
ments and engagements as already
reported in a Cheyenue dispatch
to tho Vail.

General Crook imparts the fal
lowing additional information : in
the captured village was found, be
sides great quantities of dried
meat and ammunition, an army
guide and poitions of officers' and
non-co- m missioned ofheers' uni-
forms, and other indications that
the Indians of this village had par-
ticipated in the Custer massacre.
Ourinaiu column got up about noon
that day, and was shortly arter at-
tacked by a considerable body cf In-
dians, who they (the prisoners) say
belonged to the village of Crazy
rlorse,who was camped somewhere
between their own villlage and the
Little Missouri River. This attack
was undoubtedly made under the
supposition that Captain Mills'
command had received reinforce
ments. Tho prisoners further stated
that mos-- t of the hostile Indians
were now goiug Into the agencies,with tho exception of Crazy Horse
and Sitting Bull, with their imme-
diate followers. Crazy Horse in
tended to remain on the head wa-
ters of the liittlo Missouri; and
about half of Bitting Bull's baud,
numbering from sixty to one
hundred lodges, had gone north
of the Yellowstone, while the
remainder, with some Bans Area,
Minuecoujous and Uucapapas had
gone in tho vicinity of Antelope
mutes, thete to fatten their ponies
and trade with Rees aud others. I
place gieat reliance in these state
ments, irom other corroboratory
evideneo which I have, these In
dians, with Sitting Hull, will
amount probably to 300 or 400
lodges, aud, in my judgment, can
be very easily struck by Gen. Ter
ry's column, provided that it go In
light marching order and keep un
der cover. Our prisoners also, in
their conversation, fully confirmed,
in every particular, my opinions as
already telegraphed you. We had
a very hard march here from Pearl
lliver lor eighty consecutive miles.
We did not have a particle of wood,
nothing but a little dry grass,whichwas insufficient even to cook coffee
for the men. During the greater
pot tion of the time we were drench
ed by cold rains, which made trav-
eling very heavy. A great many
animals cave out and had to be
abandoned; others are now in such
a weak condition that a great num-
ber of them will not be able to re-
sume the campaign until after
reasonable ieet. I should like to
have 'about 500 horses, preferablytho half-bre- ed horses raised eu the
Laramie plains or in the vicinityof Denver, and acclinitttuml to this
country. I iutend to carry out the
programme mentioned in my last
dispatch via Fort Lincoln, aud shall
reinaiu in the vicinity of Dead-woo- d

until the arrival of my wngou
train.
