Zealamd, Dee. 3, 1851

I have oceasional discomforts winl
vicisgitudes to contend with, but 1 fuel
will'und am perfectly satistled with
my Jot, and 1T feel to thank God for
Hits Holy Spirit and blessings whith ]
nave enjoyed continually since jeavinz
home.

I staved at Karakariki and the sur-
ronpding towns over 4aanonth, bhut met
with nothing bnt  opposition from
priests and mimsters, togethier with
other “*Mormon"-eaters of the differ-
entdenomipations, whose main bhusi-
ness  is to poison the minds of the
public arainst ns as u people. DBut
thauk God that lle made ne bald
enough to meet those false and un-
anthorized professors of Christ, and
with their own weapons, and by the
Spirit of the Lord 1 was enabled to
confound them.
