Farther Detail at Ceneral HtewartS

Losdon, 28. A Korti dispatc) to
Reuter's agency says : "Gen. Stewart
gained a brilliant victory on the 19th
over the rebels. The nemy number-
ed 7.00J. A large number were cavalry-men armed with rifles'. ' The British
loss was 20 killed aud 60 wounded.
The total loss of the enemy was 1,300.
Firing began in the morning and lasted
all day. Col. Burleigh, special corres-
pondent of the London Telegraphy ana
Lords Airlie and Somerset are amongthe wounded. ".".

Another Account af the Battle.
The point where the battle of the 19th

occurred is in the desert about five
miles sooth from Metemneh. When
Gen. Stewart reached, that point, he
found the enemy hovering about his
little army on All sides, anaekVrting it,often within uncomfortably short
range: The rebels bad evidently
stationed themselves in the vicinity to
await his arrival and give htm battle:
When they began to surround hlmAnd
press in upon him, he determined to
aeiae tne event, ue oraereq nu.men
to dismount and form a zareeba (cor
ral).

The latest dispatches received at the

War Offllce show that Lord St. Vincent
was not,, as first reported, killed in
the battle fought in the desert on the
19th inst.

Only
two British officers were killed In the
zareeba tight; the other detad were

otllcers and priv-
ates.

During the advance of the main body
of the English from the zareeba, liie
garrison left behind at that point kept
up a heavy fire from their guns and
rifles. An effort was made to erect a
small redoubt some fifty jards to the
right of the zareeba, under protectionof a steady fire from the zareeba Dur-
ing the erection of the redoubt, one
man was killed and three wounded.
Lord Cochrane, with 40 men from ithe
Life Guards and Scots Greys,, held tne
redoubt and maintained alheavy lire
throughout the battle. They did much
to repel the constant rushes of the eu-em- y.

The losses to the reoeils duringthe whole day are estimated at 2,000
killed and wounded. Among tine enemy
are many slaves, several of' whom have
submitted to the British. They say the
Mahdi Sent them from Khartoum. The
square reached the Nile at Sunset on
Monday evening and encamped lor the
night. Early Tuesday morning scout-
ing parties' made a recon noisance and
destroyed some empty villages. The
inhabitants bad watched the military
operations from a distance and after-
wards retreated to Metemneh- -

On the 22nd the British encamped at
Abu Kru, two miles south of Met-
emneh. The enemy were most sparingin their use of ammunition while de-

fending Metemneh, and only kept up a
desultory fire. The rebefc forces
throughout ail the engagements have
been well bandied. It IS stated that
two Europeans are among them, which
may explain the fact. A female prison-er state. that theiiritish tire decimated
the enemy who seemed determined to
stay .in Metemneh, Five of Gen. Gor-
don's steamers, conveying 6,000
soldiers and live gnus, arrived at Gubat
on the 22nd. All the troops and guns
were landed. The guns were turned
upon Metemneh without, however,
producing any apparent effect n pontile
rebels, it is reported that Mahdi is
sending more troops and guns to Met-
emneh. On the 22nd Gen. Wiison, with
lour of Gen. Gordon's steamers, a
number of black troops, two com-

panies of mounted infantry and six
guns bombarded Shandy for two ttours
and almost - completely . destroyed
the town, but the occupants of
waom there were bnt few appeared to
be unwilling to surrender. The steam-
ers afterwards returned toGnbat'
where a number of forts are .heiosi
erected. It 1s stated that the Mahdi
has a force of C,000 men around Khar-
toum. The population of Khartoum is
now estimated at 16,000. A convoy has
gone to Gakdul to fetch stores and am-
munition. The inhabitants of Metem-
neh are apparently in hiding, as scouts
are able to see only a few persons in
town. The total British loss, Includ-
ing the loss at Abu Klea, was 104 killed
and 116 wounded. The enemy's loss Is
3,000 killed and wounded. In the fight
OX the lath last., which occurred wltain
three miles of the Nile, many of the
British troops were in an almost faint-
ing condition from lack of water. Col .
Sir Charles Wilson ordered a small de-
tachment of cavalrymen to obtain a
snpply.of water from the rrver by cut-
ting their way through the enemy's
force. . This dangerous movement was
accomplished with less loss of life than
might nave been expected, and enoughwater wan obtained to revive the
troops, and enable them to continue
the attacks.

Gen. Stewart's wound delayed the
conntor-attac- k of the square until 2 In
the afternoon. The rebel riflemen
possessed the bights, while the horsi-rae- n

closed the roads in our rear. As
the square moved slowly from the
zareeba, all felt that their fate depend-
ed upon i ts steadiness. When the square
stopped, the men lay down and de-
livered volley after volley with superbsteadiness.

At last the British moment came.
The rebel spearmen advanced to hurl
themselves against the little square.The British never wavered a moment.
When they saw the foe coming, theycneerea lustily and delivered a fire so- -

deadly tbat the Arabs dropped In their
lines, recoiled and retired In broken
array. Meanwhile, another dense
mass of rebels from the south was
stopped try shells from Norton's guns.
At this juncture the enemy's redoubt-
able reserve of horsemen, standand
bearers and fanatical followers rushed
against the square, but was again re-

pulsed bj a withering Are. Their re
treat this time was final, for they re-
newed the attack no more.

After reverently burying the dead, the
whole forofe marched to the Nile, where
