New York who are Just as wlso as you
the department believes that this sort
of thing has been going on for years
Of course nothing can bo done with
the individual and with the postmaster
the department la restricted to n dls
mlssnl-

Whllo this Is apparently a larmlres
piece of business enterprise It worksgreat detriment to the department to
the local officers and to the pestmae-
tors ThedefraudingJ hon engaged
In It are government
to this extent that they are com
pelllng It to twice tor tho erv
Ic performed and they areolutillning
thclr stamps at oJlseount thus form
fig a favored mine Anyone knows

that the government hM always prided
Itself on the fact that no matter how-
mnny stamps a person buys lie pays
the som0 lire ns the lporcheeer of one
stamp

The evil has spread all through the
country There + scarcely all other m
the land where some one IIs not con
dueling a burinees or this kind and
making n profit out ot It We dltco
creel the extent of It when we took In
