" but klso to
protect the soldiers from tiny
abuse aud from the
hands of citizens, i There is no dif
ference between the two classes in
the eyes of the civil law, which is
the supreme law of . the land, both
are alike amenable to It, and both
liavo an equal right to claim Its
protection.

Private QeJger was perfectly right
to claim the protection of the City
police,which he promptly received;
but what a terribly, foolishly, rid
leulously one-aide- d state of affairs
it would be could citizen not
claim the same protection were he
attacked by a soldier. Such a post
tion bears the mark of absurdity on
its face, yet that Is the position
assumed by the --
