UTAH.
ITS COUNTRY", CLIMATE, PRODUC-

TIONS, MINERALS, RELIGION, PEO-

PLE AND POLITICS. I

Correspondence Louisville Post.

Ogden, Utah, August 21.-- My
former letter was confined to the
educational and political view of
this Territory; now .other aspects
will be presen ted.

Utah geographically Is situated be
tween 36 and 47 degrees of north
latitude and 109 and 114 degrees of
west longitude, and except an oblong
rquare of CO by 120 miles, from its
northeast corner. Included In Wy
oming Territory, Is a square of S00

by suu miles, ana as it Is contains
82,800 square miles, or more than
twice the territory! of Kentucky,
and embracing the climatic variety
of five degrees of both latitude aud
longitude.

This variety of climate is further
enhanced by its numerous elevations
