They liegan to order the convicts to
leave, and had them all cat tured when
Ueneral Anderson assembled all his
soldiers at the side of the miners, and
moving thu howitzer to that si le,
livgau to bombsril them llie
miners were stoiped In thu
work of releasing the convicts and
turned to get out of tho nay of the
heavy fusilade of rllle lullcts. Again
and again their leaders begged them to
light, but they rut.icnl down the hill
toescaelhu furious onslaught of the
soldiers. With novtr a halt and never
a rally they reached the U ttom ot thu
hill, bearlug twelve dead and mere
than twenty woundej miners with
them. They hurried far out of
sight and reach of the guns.
They then collected the shattered and
wounded forces They feared that
more than u half hundred were wound-
ed and that there weremoredeud than
reported.
