and, as Brotaer Haag said, having a
very nice time together conversing on
the setences, languages and kindred
eaijecte.-- .They passed thus abroach
the narrows where perpebdlcular
eliffs Tlse . to varlons belg&ts
leaviof a gorge, in some parts of about
onerodfvlde. On their return they
proposea to ascend the eliffs and had
proceeded bat a short dfstaotie when
Brother . Rasmusseh, Vith bis small
hammer in hand went to what he sup-
posed to De a loose rock and tried to
roll il off the cliff for thejport of hear-
ing it fall and splash in the water be-
low.' Brother Haag's atteattan was calledIn anothr direction at this timena was standinx but a few feetdistant. He looked around again im-
mediately and saw Brotber Ra-mass- ca

clinging to the edge of the cliff and
shouted to film to hold on, Bill at the
same instant he tell, having a look of
desperation in his eyes.

Brother - Haag at once proceededback by the route he 'came on and
found the unfortunate young man ly-
ing motionless, partly Jn the creek,face downward. lie turned blm over
and rubbed bis bands and temples, but

Brother Haag made the utmost haste
to town and reported the occurence,
when a party of men Immediately went
to take care of the body. A deep gash,
penetrating to the mouth, was found
under bis chin and another on the left
cheek, while the most of bis 1 ft cheek
was skinned. The left shoulder blade
was broken and there were scratches
all over the breast. The great wonder
was tnat, with a perpendicutar. fall of
fifty-fiv- e feet and landing on a rock-be- d,

he was not worse mangled.
Brother Uasmussen was about 26

years of age, possessed exellent talent,
much force of character, and was
hUhly appreciated as a school teacher.
Ills watch was stopped at 6;2i p. m ,
at which time bls2 career was closed,
leaving to mourn a fattier and two sis-
ters. T&e whole countv has been
thrown into sorrow by the appalling'
event.

Toe deepest sympathy is felt for
Brotber Haag under his severe ordeal,
as he Is a young man ot exceediagty
mild and sensitive disposition.

gestible, while without tbe lime (waterit might sour and produce colic, or
distress In tbe stomach. To make
lime water, get a lump of good ed

lime, tbe size ot a ben'i egg, or
larger; put It into an old pitcher, and
pour' . on a pint or so oi water. ' as
soon as it is slacked and cool enough,stir it with a spoon or stick ana peuroff the principal part of tbe milky
fluid Into or quart bottle, leav-
ing the dregs in the pitcher to be
thrown away, Cork the bottle well,
and let it stand quiet: In a few haurs
tie lime wilt settle to the bottom, ex-
cept what is dissolved in the clear
water above it, and this water Willi
nearly always be oi nnuorm strength-M- r

ben used down so it cannot be
poured off without stirring the bottom,
add mote water, shake (he bottle, cork
it yrell, aad, let ft --again settle for use.
